Ed Race explained that he had originally planned to subdivide a smaller homestead parcel from his farm land but was told that it was not allowed by the Town Code and Town Comprehensive Plan. He expressed his displeasure with the ruling and asked the Commission to grant a variance to the Code and to the Plan.

The Commissioners explained that any consideration of changes to either the Code or the Comprehensive Plan had to be done at the direction of the Town Board.  They also explained that such changes could take many months of deliberation and there was no guarantee that any change would be made.
