BOARD MEETING MINUTES
SEPTEMBER 15, 2016

CALL TO ORDER:
Chairman Tom Snider called the regular meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.

ROLL CALL: Chairman Tom Snider, Supervisors Wm. Benedict, Dale Burghardt, Eric Lang and Matt Woods were present. Also in attendance were Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Deputy Clerk Elizabeth Knaack, Treasurer Leota LeMere, Police Chief Brad Hanson, Assistant Fire Chief Ed Quigley and 8 citizens.  A Board quorum was present.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
The Pledge of Allegiance was said in unison.

NOTICE VERIFICATION:
Clerk Zobel verified that the agenda notices were posted on September 9, 2016 at the Winneconne Town Hall, the Butte des Morts Lions Club Bldg., and the Butte des Morts Post Office. Notices were also e-mailed to The Winneconne News, The Oshkosh Northwestern and posted on the Town website. 

APPROVE THE MINUTES OF THE AUGUST 18, 2016 BOARD MEETING:
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Lang to dispense with reading and approve the Board meeting minutes of August 18, 2016; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote--

· The garage is a maximum of 24 ft. deep
Clerk Zobel also reported on a letter from Winnebago County Solid Waste stating that the solid waste tipping fee will increase $1.00 per ton which will raise the amount to $42.00 per ton effective January 1, 2017.

Gary Petrik reported that the Wolf Wilderness Trail Committee had received a grant from the Winneconne Area Community Foundation in the amount of $500.00.  
Scott Johnson asked the Board to consider the use of Lasley Point Road and Ball Prairie Road as snowmobile trails for the next season at the October meeting.

----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Woods to accept the recommendation of the Plan Commission and approve the Certified Survey Map for Ed Race, 6923 County Road D, Tax Parcel 030-0472, Ginnow Road as it is consistent with the current Land Use Plan and it complies with the Town code; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----
Ed Race asked the Board to consider a change in the Town Comprehensive Land Use Plan to allow for smaller residential lots on pre-existing farm parcels.

----MOTION by Supervisor Lang, second by Supervisor Burghardt to accept the recommendation of the Plan Commission and approve the Certified Survey Map for Michael & Jane Pamer, 6619 County Road M, Tax Parcel 030-0096, Lasley Point Road because it is conforms to the Town code; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----

ACCEPT THE RESIGNATION OF SHARI RATHER AS COMMISSIONER FOR     
SANITARY DISTRICT NO. 3:
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Lang to accept the resignation of Shari Rather as Commissioner for Sanitary District No. 3; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----

INDIAN SHORES BOAT LAUNCH AREA:
Supervisor Benedict reported that repair or replacement of the concrete slabs at the boat launch area can be done under the original permit. 
Discussion followed regarding providing access at the boat launch.  
The consensus was that the Town has no obligation to upgrade the area but should ensure that the concrete slabs are in place each year.

The budget workshop meeting will be held October 20, 2016 at 5:30 p.m. at the Town Hall.

FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Supervisor Woods reported the bid opening for RFPs for the roof project will be September 29, 2016.  He also reported a fire truck will be replaced in 2019. In conclusion he stated the budget proposal for the Fire District will be the same as it was in 2016.

POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chief Hanson provided his written report for the Board.  He also gave an update on the Strebe property.

COMMITTEE REPORT ON MISSION STATEMENT, JOB DESCRIPTION AND DUTIES FOR POLICE CHIEF:
Supervisor Woods reported that he and Supervisor Lang met with Chief Hanson. He reported on various verbiage changes to be made to the mission statement.  Chief Hanson will research the cost of a mobile speed monitor board and will also inquire regarding possible grants for the purchase.  Chief Hanson will park the squad car in his yard for short term.  Chairman Snider will contact the high school regarding an announcement regarding speed limits and safe driving.
