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FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:  
Assistant Fire Chief Ed Quigley reported the Fire District is contemplating quarterly meetings versus meeting every other month.  He further reported that the work on the Fire Station is basically done and the actual cost of the project was pretty close to the estimated cost.

POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chief Hanson reviewed his monthly written report for the Board.  Chairman Snider mentioned that he had responded to one incident during the Chief’s absence.
		 
 ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:
Highway Superintendent Benedict reported that the invoice from Radtke Inc. was high due to the amount of salt required for last month.  He reminded the Board that the road survey will be scheduled during May.  
Supervisor Woods mentioned that Wisconsin has more paved roads than any other state because of the access needed for milk trucks.

BOARD ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chairman Snider reported he had attended Capitol Day.  One of the major subjects discussed was transportation funding which included a gas tax rate increase and toll roads. 
Supervisor Woods reported on a WTA District meeting he attended where daylight saving time and bonding for roads were topics of discussion.
