WINNEBAGO COUNTY REQUEST FOR RECOMMENDATION ON A VARIANCE FOR REDUCED FLOODPLAIN FILL - JOHN MAYER, 6455 PAULSON ROAD, TAX PARCEL 030-0201-09:
Chairman Snider told the Board that this fill is consistent with other properties in the area. 
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Benedict to recommend to the County approval of the variance for reduced floodplain fill for John Mayer, 6455 Paulson Road, Tax Parcel 030-0201-09; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 vote----

ACCEPT RESIGNATION OF JOHN QUIGLY FROM THE PLAN COMMISSION:
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Woods to regretfully accept the resignation of John Quigley from the Plan Commission; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote---

APPOINT MATT WOODS TO THE PLAN COMMISSION:
----MOTION by Supervisor Lang, second by Supervisor Burghardt to appoint Supervisor Matt Woods to the Plan Commission; motion carried on a unanimous 4-0 voice vote with Supervisor Woods abstaining----

REVIEW ESTIMATE AND AUTHORIZE EXPENDITURE TO ABANDON FIRE WELL:
Clerk Zobel informed the Board she had contacted three companies in regards to abandoning the Fire Well located at the Town Hall.  She received a verbal quote in the amount of $4,740.50, a written quote in the amount of $6,425.00 and the third company contacted was too busy to give a quote.
It was discussed that it may be more cost effective not to abandon the well.
   
 FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Supervisor Woods gave a report about EMS calls and fire runs.
He went on to say that the Fire District has received an offer from an anonymous donor for approximately 2 acres of land on County Road D.  The District is working with the owner and if the donation is finalized, the District will be building a training facility within the Town of Winneconne.  Zoning issues will also have to be resolved.  Members of the Fire District said the District will bring more information to the June Board meeting.

Chief Hanson’s monthly written report was received by the Board.

ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT - 2017 ANNUAL ROAD SURVEY:
Highway Superintendent Benedict reviewed the annual road survey with the Board.

Chairman Snider reported on recent meetings he had attended.  Transportation funding is the major concern for municipalities at this time and he has mailed letters to Senator Roger Roth and Assemblyman David Murphy urging their support for local funding from the State.
