

TOWN OF WINNECONNE
BOARD MEETING MINUTES
AUGUST 17, 2017

CALL TO ORDER:
Chairman Tom Snider called the regular meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.

ROLL CALL: Chairman Tom Snider, Supervisors Wm. Benedict, Dale Burghardt Eric Lang and Matt Woods were present. Also in attendance were Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Treasurer Leota LeMere, Deputy Clerk Elizabeth Knaack, Assistant Fire Chief Ed Quigley, Library Director Holly Selwitschka, McMahon Group Representative Russ Van Gompel and 5 citizens. A Board quorum was present.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
The Pledge of Allegiance was said in unison.

NOTICE VERIFICATION:
Clerk Zobel verified that the agenda notices were posted on August 11, 2017 at the Winneconne Town Hall, the Butte des Morts Lions Club Bldg., and the Butte des Morts Post Office. Notices were also 
e-mailed to The Winneconne News, The Oshkosh Northwestern and posted on the Town website. 

APPROVE MINUTES OF THE JULY 19, 2017 BOARD MEETING:
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Benedict to dispense with reading and approve the minutes of July 19, 2017 with a correction on the date for the WTA County Unit meeting to July 13, 2017; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----

TREASURER'S REPORT:

CORRESPONDENCE:
DNR GENERAL PERMIT FOR SMALL SCALE DREDGING IN PUBLIC WATERS
Chairman Snider said this new DNR permit may make things better for some of our landowners.

Clerk Zobel reported that the DOA has set the Town’s January 1, 2017 population at 2405, which is an increase of 16.

Chairman Snider also mentioned that the Village Administrator had inquired about whether the Town has a reserved “Class B” liquor license available. Clerk Zobel stated that we do have such a license available.
 
WINNEBAGO COUNTY SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
No Officer in attendance.

PUBLIC COMMENT: 
The Winneconne Public Library Director Holly Selwitschka explained that because of some construction issues at the Village Hall, the Library Board was investigating moving out of the Village municipal building. She added that the Library Board is also considering the possibility of a joint library with other municipalities.
Chairman Snider introduced Russ Van Gompel from McMahon Group who is assisting in developing concepts for the Library relocation.

Resident Vince Straus of 5166 Southwind Drive asked the Board if the speed limit could be reduced on STH 116 near Harbour South because it is difficult to exit the subdivision at that intersection especially early morning and late afternoon.  
Mr. Straus also expressed concern about the situation at County Road S and Southwind Drive. The high grass on the west side of County Road S between STH 116 and Southwind is obstructing the drivers’ view and needs to be cut back.

Chairman Snider said the Board would look into both issues.

 PETITION TO REPAIR 6800 FOREST PARK ROAD:
Chairman Snider said the Town code designates this driveway as a private road. The owner has asked the Town to coordinate chip sealing by Winnebago County and then bill him to reimburse the Town for the costs.
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Woods to approve the petition from Norman Brown to have Winnebago County repair 6800 Forest Park Road; motion carried on a 5-0 voice vote----

TOWN ATTORNEY:
Supervisor Burghardt said he was concerned about the hourly rate and mileage charges from the current law firm. He said he would like to have bids put out for an attorney so we could choose a firm closer to the Town with lower rates and less mileage time and charges. He added that the aesthetics ordinance had not yet been addressed. 
Chairman Snider said he had chosen this firm because they have been in business for many years and do much of their business with municipalities.
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Benedict to seek bids for legal services; Supervisors Benedict, Burghardt and Lang aye, Chairman Snider and Supervisor Woods nay; motion carried on a 3-2 roll call vote---- 
  
HIGHWAY SUPERINTENDENT:
Supervisor Burghardt said he would like the Board to look at the hours involved and the monthly pay for the Superintendent of Highways. 
Chairman Snider said the position is paid mileage. He went on to say that the Board could look at the documentation for calls and consider the pay rate adjustment.
Supervisor Benedict said he did not have a ledger. Chairman Snider said he would assist Supervisor Benedict. 
No Board action.

FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Assistant Fire Chief Ed Quigley reported the District held a brat fry and open house at the fire station after Sovereign State Days. Some applications for fire fighters and EMTs were received. Most of the vehicles have been taken in for routine maintenance within the last two weeks and the last 2 will be scheduled in the near future. Calls are down this year compared to last year.
Chief Quigley reminded that the next Fire Board meeting will held at the Fire House on Monday, September 11, 2017 at7:00 p.m. 

POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chief Hanson provided his monthly written report to the Board.
Supervisor Woods said he will remind Chief Hanson to patrol in the morning and afternoon on the first day of school.

ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:
Highway Superintendent Benedict reported that the work in Butte des Morts has been completed. He is planning on putting a center stripe on some of the roads yet this year and the Town Hall parking lot should be sealed and striped next week.

BOARD ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Supervisor Woods mentioned that many Towns are establishing ATV-UTV routes through their municipalities. He said he would expect that he Town of Winneconne might get some requests to do likewise and urged the Board to educate themselves on the subject. He also suggested that they check the websites of the Towns of Fremont and Rushford to view what they have implemented. He added that a Public Hearing on the subject might also be an option for our Town.
