BOARD MEETING MINUTES
JANUARY 18, 2018

CALL TO ORDER:
Chairman Tom Snider called the regular meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.

Also in attendance were Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Deputy Clerk Elizabeth Knaack, Treasurer Leota LeMere, Police Chief Brad Hanson, and Assistant Fire Chief Ed Quigley, Doug Nelson with the Winneconne Chamber of Commerce, Art Rathjen with the Greater Oshkosh EDC, 2 Town of Poygan citizens and 4 Town of Winneconne citizens. A Board quorum was present.

PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Supervisor Woods reported the Town of Winneconne will be claiming the IDB funds and will look into meeting with the Butte des Morts Sanitary District to talk about a facility study.

Art Rathjen with the Greater Oshkosh EDC addressed the Board regarding an upcoming hiring event.

Doug Nelson with the Winneconne Chamber of Commerce appeared before the Board regarding the ATV/UTV access being requested on Grant Street and Quigley Roads.  

Chairman Snider reported that he had contacted the WTA and our insurance company.  The response from both was that if the Town uses due diligence, there is no extra liability for allowing the usage.
He added that there will be a meeting of all the Towns involved along the proposed ATV/UTV route on February 15, 2018 at 4:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Village Hall.

----MOTION by Supervisor Lang, second by Supervisor Burghardt to allow the usage of Quigley Road 
and Grant Street as ATV/UTV routes upon creation of a viable ordinance to govern such usage; motion
carried on a 4-1 roll call vote with Supervisors Benedict, Burghardt, Lang and Woods voting aye, 
Chairman Snider voting nay----
Supervisors Burghardt and Woods will draft an Ordinance for Board review.

RESOLUTION NO. 001-2018 - WINNEBAGO COUNTY TEXT AMENDMENTS TO THE WINNEBAGO COUNTY CONSTRUCTION SITE EROSION CONTROL & STORMWATER MANAGEMENT ORDINANCE:
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Benedict to recommend to the County approval of Resolution No. 001-2018 regarding Winnebago County text amendments to the Winnebago County Construction Site Erosion Control & Stormwater Management Ordinance; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----

Highway Superintendent Bill Benedict reported that a new County highway supervisor will be appointed to work with the Town.  He further reported he is researching the economics of using brine on Town roads.

A report on the last WTA County Unit meeting was given by Supervisor Woods. 

Supervisor Burghardt requested the Town research hourly rates for local attorneys within Winnebago County for consideration by the Board.
