PRESENTATION BY ACTION APPRAISERS & CONSULTANTS REGARDING ACT 68:

ATV/UTV ORDINANCE:
Chairman Snider reported on a meeting between the Village of Winneconne, Town of Winneconne and surrounding communities regarding a unified ATV/UTV ordinance.  He reported the Village of Winneconne will be waiting until the bridge project is finished to act on an ordinance.  The Village and Town will meet at that time and decide on a common ordinance that works for the Town and the Village.

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 RESOLUTION 002-2018 FOR WINNEBAGO COUNTY CHAPTER 27 PROPOSED TEXT AMENDMENTS TO THE SHORELAND ZONING CODE:
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Woods to approve Resolution 002-2018 regarding the proposed amendments to the Winnebago County Zoning Code Chapter 27, Article 6.1(3); motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote. 
The findings were: (1) This action makes sense. (2) The change is consistent with the State Statute.

FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Fire Chief Ryan Krings reported fire and EMS calls were down in 2017 compared to 2016.  The Department has added 10 firefighters.  Chicken Fun Night was very successful.

POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
The Police Chief was excused because he was out on a call involving dogs.

ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:
Highway Superintendent Bill Benedict said tree trimming was done on Clow Road.  Chairman Snider mentioned that State roads aids were increased.

BOARD ACTIVITIES REPORT: 
Chairman Snider reported on the Board of Review Training at a recent Towns Association District meeting.  He stated a webinar and DVD will be available in the future.
Supervisor Woods reported on the Town’s application for IDB funds.  He stated he will be meeting with the Butte des Morts Sanitary District. He further reported on the conversations he has had with Charter Communications regarding cable service expansion in the Town.
Supervisor Burghardt expressed his displeasure that the Town hasn’t done due diligence on the motion to research attorneys for the Town.  
After much discussion, Supervisor Burghardt chose three people from the list compiled from the Clerk to interview.  Clerk Zobel will contact the three and find out rates and if they are taking new clients.
