BOARD MEETING MINUTES
MARCH 15, 2018

CALL TO ORDER:
Chairman Tom Snider called the regular meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.

ROLL CALL: Chairman Tom Snider, Supervisors Wm. Benedict, Dale Burghardt, Eric Lang and Matt Woods were present. Also in attendance were Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Deputy Clerk Elizabeth Knaack, Treasurer Leota LeMere, an Officer from the Winnebago County Sheriff’s Department, 4 residents and 5 visitors.

----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Burghardt to dispense with reading and approve the minutes of February 15, 2018; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----

CORRESPONDENCE:
Clerk Zobel distributed the 2017 Winnebago County Land and Water Conservation Department Annual Report.  She also reminded the Board of upcoming meetings as well as Open Book and Board of Review.

WINNEBAGO COUNTY SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
An officer from the Winnebago County Sheriff’s Department appeared before the Board to see if there were any concerns within the Town. Supervisor Benedict reported a suspicious vehicle entering a Town business late at night.

PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Scott Ceman, candidate for Winnebago County Judge, gave a brief presentation on his background and qualifications for the office.

Emily Dunham with The Winneconne Area Community Foundation addressed the Board about the newly formed endowment fund for the Winneconne school system.

6:46 p.m. Police Chief Brad Hanson present.

Karla Sagorac addressed the Board regarding Sunset Trail.  She said it is in very poor condition.  She stated a few years ago a petition was turned in to the Town with approximately 40 names asking for road repairs and nothing has been done.

Leslee Schneider also appeared before the Board regarding the same issues with Sunset Trail.

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SUNSET TRAIL ROAD REPAIR:
Supervisor Woods stated he drove the road and it does have deep dominant dips.  
Supervisor Burghardt stated this would be a large project to repair.  The laterals are stable, the road is moving.
Highway Superintendent Benedict explained he has a limited budget for road repair.  
Discussion took place regarding resources available for road repair.  
It was suggested that repair should be made to 20 – 25 feet of the road to see if it holds up before doing the entire road. 
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Lang to have the Town Chairman and the Highway Superintendent get estimates by June 30, 2018 for the repairs on Sunset Trail; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----

Jim Smith with Martenson & Eisele said the owner is splitting off 15 acres from the 40 acre parcel to build a home. 
----MOTION by Supervisor Lang, second by Supervisor Burghardt to accept the recommendation from the Plan Commission and approve the Certified Survey Map for Richard Mueller, County Road D, Tax Parcel 030-0263; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----  

TOWN ATTORNEY:
The Board decided they would interview the firm of Silton, Seifert, Carlson on Wednesday, April 11 in regards to legal services for the Town.  Supervisor Burghardt will coordinate this meeting. 

 APPOINT PEGGY BUTLER AS AN ELECTION INSPECTOR:
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Woods to appoint Peggy Butler as an Election Inspector for the 2018-2019 term; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----

APPROVE OPERATORS LICENSE: NALEE VUE:
----MOTION by Supervisor Lang, second by Supervisor Burghardt to approve an operators license for NaLee Vue; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----

FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Supervisor Woods gave a report which included driver training, Engine 128 refurbishment, ice rescues and the Training Center.
Assistant Fire Chief Ed Quigley reported on February calls, refresher courses for first responders and a meeting with the DOT regarding detours during the Village bridge rebuilding project on STH 116. 

POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Police Chief Brad Hanson provided his written report for the Board. He also reminded residents, especially in Butte des Morts, to keep their vehicles locked, as there has been some theft in the area.  
Lola LeMere thanked the Chief for his care for her husband during a recent EMS call.

ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:

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 BOARD ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Supervisor Woods mentioned he had taken training through Wisconsin Towns Association and has received his certification for the Board of Review.  He further reported that acquiring broadband in the Town does not look like a possibility at this time.  Supervisor Woods said he attended a meeting of Butte des Morts Sanitary District.  He stated the District would be open to new business in this area, however, the project developer would have to bear the cost of expansion to the sanitary sewer.  In conclusion he reported on the Industrial Development Board fund allocation.  He was unable to attend the meeting. The IDB Board allocated the Town funds to the Village of Winneconne.
