

TOWN OF WINNECONNE
BOARD MEETING MINUTES
APRIL 19, 2018

CALL TO ORDER:
Chairman Tom Snider called the regular meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.

ROLL CALL: Chairman Tom Snider, Supervisors Wm. Benedict, Dale Burghardt, Eric Lang and Matt Woods were present. Also in attendance were Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Deputy Clerk Elizabeth Knaack, Treasurer Leota LeMere, Police Chief Brad Hanson, Assistant Fire Chief Ed Quigley and 7 citizens. A Board quorum was present.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
The Pledge of Allegiance was said in unison.

NOTICE VERIFICATION:
Clerk Zobel verified that the amended agenda notices were posted on April 16, 2018 at the Winneconne Town Hall, the Butte des Morts Lions Club Bldg., and the Butte des Morts Post Office. Notices were also e-mailed to The Winneconne News, The Oshkosh Northwestern and posted on the Town website. 

APPROVE MINUTES OF THE MARCH 15, 2018 BOARD MEETING:
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Benedict to dispense with reading and approve the minutes of March 15, 2018 with a spelling correction; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----

TREASURER'S REPORT:

CORRESPONDENCE:
Clerk Zobel presented a letter from the State of Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources informing the Town the amount of the 2018 recycling grant will be $7,194.61 which is a $6.00 increase from last year.

Deputy Kyle Beck with the Winnebago County Sheriff’s Department appeared before the Board to answer any questions.  There were none.

SEV’N’LMS SUBDIVISION DRAINAGE PLAN MODIFICATION:
Jim Smith with Martenson & Eisele explained the SEV’N’LMS Subdivision drainage plan modification.  
----MOTION by Supervisor Lang, second by Supervisor Burghardt to accept the drainage plan modification for the SEV’N’LMS subdivision: motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----

 BUTTE DES MORTS HISTORICAL PRESERVATION SOCIETY REQUEST FOR TOWN 
 SUPPORT FUNDS FOR BI-CENTENNIAL CELEBRATION:
Joe Yana and Tom Kontos with the Butte des Morts Historical Preservation Society gave a presentation on the upcoming Bicentennial Celebration.  They outlined the activities planned for Saturday,
August 11, 2018.  They asked the Town for a $250.00 donation.
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Benedict to approve a contribution to the Butte des Morts Historical Preservation Society in the amount of $250.00 because this event will benefit Town of Winneconne businesses; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----

ACCEPT RESIGNATION OF TOWN TREASURER:
----MOTION by Supervisor Benedict, second by Supervisor Woods to accept the resignation of the Town Treasurer effective June 30, 2018 with regrets; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote.  
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DETERMINE METHOD OF REPLACEMENT FOR TOWN TREASURER:  
Discussion took place regarding having appointed rather than elected positions for Clerk and Treasurer.  The possibility of combining the two positions was also mentioned. 
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Lang to advertise for a Town Treasurer in the local paper for 2 weeks outlining the duties and expectations of the position; motion carried on unanimous 5-0 voice vote ----

POSSIBLE ACTION ON TOWN ATTORNEY:
There was discussion about hiring a new attorney for the Town.
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Lang to appoint Ashley Lehocky as Town Attorney; roll call vote was taken with Supervisors Burghardt and Lang voting aye, Supervisors Woods, Benedict and Chairman Snider voting nay; motion was lost on a 3-2 vote ----

BUILDING INSPECTOR CONTRACT RENEWAL:
Discussion took place regarding the agreement between the Towns of Winneconne, Clayton and Vinland.  The Board will decide on a ceiling cost for permits and if the 80/20 split should continue at that rate.  This item will be placed on future agenda before the July 2018 date of renewal.

APPROVE PICNIC LICENSE APPLICATIONS:
BUTTE DES MORTS LIONS CORNHOLE TOURNAMENT JULY 14, 2018
BUTTE DES MORTS LIONS CARPFEST/BICENTENNIAL CELEBRATION AUG 10-12, 2018
----MOTION by Supervisor Lang, second by Supervisor Woods to grant the picnic licenses for the Butte des Morts Lions Cornhole tournament on July 14, 2018 and the Butte des Morts Lions Carpfest/Bicentennial Cerebration August 10-12, 2018 with the condition that bartender applications are received one week before each event;  motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote---

ASSURANCE OF NONDISCRIMINATION POLICY:
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Burghardt to approve the Town of Winneconne Assurance of Nondiscrimination Policy; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----

FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Assistant Fire Chief Ed Quigley reported on Fire/EMS calls while the Winneconne bridge is under construction.  He reviewed the system in place for mutual aid through MABAS during the bridge reconstruction. 

POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Police Chief Hanson provided his written report for the Board.  He also addressed the Board’s concerns regarding Lakeshore Drive and suggested a speed reduction may be needed during the construction detour.

ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT: 
SET DATE FOR THE ANNUAL ROAD SURVEY
Highway Superintendent Bill Benedict reported he is in the process of setting up the annual road survey. The Clerk will contact the Board with dates.

BOARD ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Supervisor Woods reported on the WTA County Unit meeting which was held at the Town of Winneconne.  He stated the topic of conversation was Farmland Preservation.  The meeting was attended by representatives from DATCP, Winnebago County and East Central Wisconsin Regional Planning Commission.  Also in attendance were 56th Assembly District Representative Dave Murphy and 6th Congressional District Congressman Glenn Grothman.  There are six farms in the Town of Winneconne that would qualify for the Farmland Preservation program.  None of them have expressed interest.  The State will not approve the County’s Comprehensive Plan because of the lack of participation in the Farmland Preservation program.
