BOARD MEETING MINUTES
MAY 17, 2018

CALL TO ORDER:
Chairman Tom Snider called the regular meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.

PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Kris Cowling, 5430 Broderick Road addressed the Board regarding flooding on his property.  He is willing to work with the Board to find a solution.  This item will be on the June 2018 agenda.

Dave Roland, 6031 Lasley Point Road questioned why a donation was given to the Butte des Morts Historical Society for the 200 year Anniversary event and not to the Sovereign State Days. He was told it was because the Anniversary celebration will be held in Butte des Morts and will benefit the Town directly. 

It was noted that the Village of Winneconne Chamber of Commerce will have to request funds for the fireworks display on the 4th of July. Supervisor Lang will notify the Chamber.

Supervisor Woods voiced a resident’s concern regarding vacation rentals in the Town.  Chairman Snider will look into the laws and bring his findings back to the Board.

Supervisor Benedict stated the road survey had been completed.  He went on to say that Bauer Road, Cloverland Lane and Christensen Road only have one resident on each road and he feels these roads should be vacated by the Town.  
Supervisor Burghardt questioned the amount of State road aids that would be lost.
