

TOWN OF WINNECONNE
BOARD MEETING MINUTES
JULY 19, 2018

CALL TO ORDER:
Chairman Tom Snider called the regular meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.

ROLL CALL: Chairman Tom Snider, Supervisors Wm. Benedict and Matt Woods.  Absent and excused were Supervisors Dale Burghardt and Eric Lang. Also in attendance were Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Deputy Clerk Elizabeth Knaack, Treasurer Russ Van Gompel, Assistant Fire Chiefs Ed Quigley, and Al Andersen, Police Chief Brad Hanson and 9 citizens. A Board quorum was present.

----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Benedict to dispense with reading and approve the minutes of June 21, 2018 as presented; motion carried on a unanimous 3-0 voice vote----

----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Benedict to recommend that Winnebago County approve the Variance for Tony Welnicke, 6449 Paulson Rd. Tax Parcel 030-0201-04.  The findings were:

APPROVE INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT FOR BUILDING INSPECTION SERVICES:
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Benedict to approve the Intergovernmental Agreement for Building Inspection Services between the Towns of Clayton, Winneconne and Vinland; motion carried on a unanimous 3-0 voice vote----
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AMBULANCE AGREEMENT WITH CITY OF OSHKOSH:
 ----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Benedict to enter into the Ambulance Agreement with the City of Oshkosh; motion carried on a 3-0 roll call vote----

MAINTENANCE AND CONTINUATION OF TOWN HALL FIRE WELL:
The Town has received notice from the State of Wisconsin that an inspection is due on the Fire Well.  The Town is aware that the backflow preventer is defective and the well will not pass the inspection. 
No one uses the well so there is no reason to repair it.
----MOTION by Supervisor Benedict, second by Supervisor Woods to abandon the Town Hall Fire Well; motion carried on a unanimous 3-0 voice vote----

ACTION ON DEMPSEY LAW FIRM REPRESENTING THE TOWN:
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Benedict to approve the request of Attorney Matt Parmentier to continue to represent the Town under the firm of Dempsy, Edgarton, St. Peter, Petak & Rosenfeldt; motion carried on a unanimous 3-0 voice vote----

RESOLUTION FOR FUNDING THE STATE TRANPORTATION SYSTEM:
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Benedict to amend Resolution 003-2018 for funding the State Transportation System by striking the last paragraph starting with Whereas; motion carried on a unanimous 3-0 voice vote----
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Benedict to approve Resolution 003-2018 as amended; motion carried on a unanimous 3-0 voice vote----

ORDINANCE 2018-02 TO APPOINT THE TOWN CLERK AND THE TOWN TREASURER:
At the 2014 Annual Meeting, a motion was made, seconded and carried to put the question of appointing versus electing the Clerk and Treasurer positions for the Town on a referendum.  In order to have this referendum, an ordinance must be passed calling for a referendum to be held.  
MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Benedict to adopt Ordinance 2018-02 allowing for a referendum regarding appointing the Clerk and Treasurer for the Town of Winneconne; motion carried on a unanimous 3-0 roll call vote----

ORDINANCE 2018-03 TO AMEND CHAPTER 44-9 OFFICIAL DEPOSITORIES & NEWSPAPERS:
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods second by Supervisor Benedict to adopt Ordinance 2018-03 amending the Municipal Code of the Town of Winneconne regarding official depositories and newspapers; motion carried on a unanimous 3-0 voice vote----

FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
There was no quorum therefore no Fire District meeting in July.
Supervisor Woods reported that the District will be rebuilding Engine 28.  
Assistant Fire Chief Ed Quigley invited all of the Board members to their annual meeting in September.  

POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Police Chief Hanson reported the mobile radar sign is bringing attention to the speed limits in the Town.
Supervisor Benedict asked the Chief to check for unlicensed vehicles at the Winter property on Cross Road.

	      MOTION TO RESCIND THE REQUEST TO VACATE BAUER RD, CLOVERLAND LN
        & CHRISTENSEN RD:
----MOTION by Supervisor Benedict, second by Supervisor Woods to rescind the request to vacate Bauer Rd., Cloverland Ln. and Christensen Rd. for the following reasons:
Bauer Road:
· Access to State Highway 116
· Cost for maintenance is minimal because of low traffic
· Owner will Quit Claim property to the Town and the Town will pay for legal fees involved
Christensen Road
· Access to County Road GG
· Actual 66 feet width with cul-de-sac on north end
· May provide access to future Commercial development west of the road
· Future access to cell tower
· Cost for maintenance is minimal because of low traffic
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Cloverland Lane
· Town considered vacating in 2005 – instead approved a CSM to move legal description for road to match where the road actually lies
· Cost for maintenance is minimal because of low traffic
Motion carried on a unanimous 3-0 voice vote----

Supervisor Woods reported that he and Supervisor Benedict had attended the Wisconsin Towns Association’s County Unit meeting which was held in the Town of Wolf River.
