

TOWN OF WINNECONNE
BOARD MEETING MINUTES
SEPTEMBER 20, 2018

CALL TO ORDER:
Chairman Tom Snider called the regular meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.

ROLL CALL: Chairman Tom Snider, Supervisors Wm. Benedict, Dale Burghardt, Eric Lang and Matt Woods.  Also in attendance were Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Deputy Clerk Elizabeth Knaack, Police Chief Brad Hanson, Fire Chief Ryan Krings, Assistant Fire Chief Ed Quigley,  Dan Kesselmayer, President of Broadband Technology Group, Art Rathjen from the Greater Oshkosh Economic Development Corp., Kimberly Miller with Winnebago County UWEX  and 17 citizens. A Board quorum was present. 

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
The Pledge of Allegiance was said in unison.

NOTICE VERIFICATION:
Clerk Zobel verified that the agenda notices were posted on September 14, 2018 at the Winneconne Town Hall, the Butte des Morts Lions Club Bldg., and the Butte des Morts Post Office. Notices were also e-mailed to The Winneconne News, The Oshkosh Northwestern and posted on the Town website. 

APPROVE MINUTES OF THE AUGUST 16, 2018 BOARD MEETING:
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Lang to dispense with reading and approve the minutes of August 16, 2018 as presented; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----

CORRESPONDENCE:
Clerk Zobel reported she has received notification from the Demographic Service Center stating that the population of the Town is now officially 2422. She further reported on an email from Fire Chief Krings regarding a special meeting of the Fire District regarding replacement/refurbishment of Engine 28 at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, October 1, 2018.  Lastly she reported on correspondence from the Winnebago County Solid Waste Management Board stating effective January 1, 2019 the solid waste tipping fee will be $44.00/ton, an increase of $1.00/ton and the recycling tipping fee will be $10.00/ton which is an increase of $5.00/ton
 
WINNEBAGO COUNTY SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
No officer in attendance.

PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Art Rathjen with Greater Oshkosh Economic Development Corp. informed the Board of a pilot program being offered to give rides to people who cannot work due to lack of transportation. This program will be paying 64 cents per mile for drivers.  He also listed dates for some upcoming events.

Valerie Stabenow, 6400 Paulson Road, appeared before the Board to speak against the proposed ATV/UTV Ordinance.  She stated these vehicles are for off road use.  With bikers and walkers on the roads she feels it is dangerous for all involved to allow ATV/UTV vehicles on Town roads.

Ken Geurts, 7295 Clarks Point Road, inquired of the Board if the Town could enact an Ordinance whereas residents could petition for repair of a private road, have the Town pay the bill and place the costs on the tax roll for the property owners.

Allen Stabenow, 6400 Paulson Road, inquired if ATV/UTVs would be permitted on the east side of the Town.
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EMERALD ASH BORER ERADICATION PROGRAM:
Supervisor Woods explained that a resident high school student has done some mapping of infected trees within the Town.  He added that he had invited Ms. Miller to help us determine what steps the Town should take next.
Kimberly Miller with UW-Extension gave a presentation to the Board regarding the history of the Emerald Ash Borer. She stated it was discovered in Winnebago County in 2013. She also presented maps to the Board showing the progression of Emerald Ash Borer in the State.  Winnebago County has inventoried the trees in its parks and identified 723 ash trees.  They will be treating 5% and removing the rest of the diseased trees on County owned property. She said she could help the Town determine their next steps. 

QOS FIBER OPTIC SERVICE – LOCATIONS WITHIN THE TOWN:
Dan Kesselmayer, President of Broadband Technology Group informed the Board they will be distributing fliers regarding their services.  They also have launched a website for information.

REVIEW OF CERTIFIED SURVEY MAP –COUNTY SHORELAND ZONING:
         SUSAN MARKS, 6386 LAKESHORE RD., TAX PARCELS 030-0204-05 & 030-0204-06
The Board took no action and made no recommendations to Winnebago County regarding the Certified Survey Map for Susan Marks, 6386 Lakeshore Rd., Tax Parcels 030-0204-05 & 030-0204-06.

VILLAGE OF WINNECONNE OFFER FOR COMPOST SITE USAGE BY TOWN RESIDENTS:
Chairman Snider stated that no further information regarding the compost site proposal had been received from the Village. No board action.

VILLAGE OF WINNECONNNE OFFER FOR SHRED EVENT PARTICAPATION BY TOWN:
Chairman Snider explained that the Village is considering a community shred event.  They are thinking of the 3rd Saturday in May possibly at the Library.  The company that does shredding for the Village would charge $750.00 for 3 hours and they have recommended a per household limit of 5 paper grocery bags.  There is a business in the Village that would co-sponsor, so the estimated cost for the Town would be $250.00.
Supervisor Burghardt suggested discussing the idea at the 2019 Budget meetings. No Board action.
  
ORDINANCE 2018-04 FOR ATV/UTV VEHICLE USAGE:
Supervisor Woods explained that the Village of Winneconne and Town of Poygan have passed ordinances allowing ATV/UTV usage on their roads. The Town of Winneconne proposed ordinance only designates Quigley Road and Grant Street.  State law requires anyone under 18 to wear a helmet while on these vehicles and Supervisor Woods suggested the Ordinance mandate an automatic citation if anyone under 18 is not wearing a helmet.  It was also suggested that the Ordinance go into effect November 1, 2018 and have a sunset clause of November 1, 2020. It was questioned as to who will maintain the signs along the routes. There was also a recommendation from the audience to trim the trees along the routes.  The Ordinance will be put on the October agenda.

FIRE TRUCK REFERBESHING/REPLACEMENT DECISION:
Fire Chief Krings gave a short presentation on refurbishing Engine 28.  He informed the Board of the difference in cost between refurbishing and buying new.  There will be a meeting at the Fire house Monday, October 1, 2018 at 7:00 p.m. with the Town of Winneconne, Village of Winneconne and Town of Poygan to discuss the best option for the Fire District.

OPERATOR LICENSE – LEONELLA OLSON:
----MOTION by Supervisor Lang, second by Supervisor Burghardt to approve the Operator license for Leonella Olson; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----  

APPOINT ELECTION WORKER – DONNA GUMZ:
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Benedict to appoint Donna Gumz as an election worker; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote---

FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chief Krings provided the proposed budget for 2019.  He added that the design for the Training Center should be completed soon. 
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POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chief Hanson provided his written report for the Board.  He added that the squad computer was updated by the County.

ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:
Highway Superintendent Benedict reported that work on Sunset Trail and Lakeshore Road should start soon.  Work has been delayed due to staffing issues within the County Highway department.

BOARD ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chairman Snider informed the Board of a joint meeting with the Towns of Neenah, Winchester and Vinland to discuss boundary agreements that might be necessary if a portion of the Town of Clayton is incorporated as a Village. 

Supervisor Benedict and Chairman Snider attended WTA training workshops.

Supervisor Burghardt mentioned that the Joint Library Committee had met.  Discussions have been very insightful.
