

TOWN OF WINNECONNE
BOARD MEETING MINUTES
OCTOBER 18, 2018

CALL TO ORDER:
Chairman Tom Snider called the regular meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.
