SPECIAL TOWN MEETING OF THE ELECTORS
BOARD MEETING MINUTES
NOVEMBER 15, 2018

Town Chairman Tom Snider declared the Public Hearing open at 6:30 p.m. 

Hearing no comments on the proposed 2019 budget for the Town of Winneconne, the Public Hearing was closed at 6:33 p.m.

The special Town meeting of the electors was called to order by Town Chairman Tom Snider at 6:33 p.m.
There were 18 citizens present.

----MOTION by Gary Petrick, second by Jim Stahl to adopt Resolution 006-2018 setting the Town tax levy at $455,135.00 for 2019 at; motion carried on a unanimous 18-0 voice vote----

The special Town meeting of the electors was closed at 6:40 p.m. 

CALL TO ORDER:
Chairman Tom Snider called the regular meeting to order at 6:40 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.

ROLL CALL: Chairman Tom Snider, Supervisors Wm. Benedict, Dale Burghardt, Eric Lang and Matt Woods were present. Also in attendance were Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Deputy Clerk Elizabeth Knaack, Treasurer Russ Van Gompel, Art Rathjen with Greater Oshkosh Economic Development Corp, Matt Petty representing Advanced Disposal, Mitch Foster, Village of Winneconne Administrator and 15 citizens.  A Board quorum was present.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said in unison.

Clerk Zobel verified that the amended agenda notices were posted on November 12, 2018 at the Winneconne Town Hall, the Butte des Morts Lions Club Bldg., and the Butte des Morts Post Office. Notices were also e-mailed to The Winneconne News, The Oshkosh Northwestern and posted on the Town website.

----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Benedict to dispense with reading and approve the minutes of October 18, 2018; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----

CORRESPONDENCE:
Clerk Zobel read a letter from Merle and Karen Olson thanking the Board for the repairs done on Sunset Trail.
She also reported she had received notice from the Winnebago County Zoning Department that the   variance for Jeff Pagel, 6617 Lasley Shore Drive was approved.

WINNEBAGO COUNTY SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
No Officer in attendance.

PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Art Rathjen, representing The Greater Oshkosh Economic Development Corporation, appeared before the Board to report that the Catch- a- Ride program needs additional funds and requested that the Town allocate its’ IDB dollars to them.  He also informed the Board of upcoming events.
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A resident of the Town inquired about the ATV/UTV routes within the Town.  She was informed that the only roads that can be used are Quigley Road and Grant Street.

Ken Geurts inquired about the proposed fiber optic cables for the Town.  Chairman Snider explained that the service provider is working with the Village first and will give the Town cost estimates at a later date. 

Mitch Foster, Village of Winneconne Administrator addressed the Board regarding maintaining a good relationship between the Town of Winneconne and the Village of Winneconne. He wants the good relationship that exists at this time to continue.  He suggested the Town and Village have a Board member attend each others’ Board meetings. 

WOLFRUNNERS SNOWMOBILE CLUB REQUEST TO USE ROAD RIGHT-OF-WAYS AS SNOWMOBILE TRAILS FOR 2018-2019 SEASON:
Jim Stahl with the Wolfrunners Snowmobile Club appeared before the Board to request use of 
right-of-ways on Lasley Point Road, Ball Prairie Road and Indian Shores Road for the upcoming snowmobile season.
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Lang to grant the request of the Wolfrunners Snowmobile Club to use the right-of-ways on Lasley Point Road, Ball Prairie Road and Indian Shores Road for the upcoming snowmobile season; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----

CLARK POINT ROAD MAINTENANCE:
Ken Geurts appeared before the Board to request a method of having the Town pay for repairs on private roads and have the costs equally distributed on property owners’ taxes.  
Chairman Snider explained that the Wisconsin Towns Association had provided a sample procedure but the Town had not had our attorney review it yet.

ADVANCED DISPOSAL PROPOSED CONTAINER MANAGEMENT & CONTRACT RENEWAL:
Matt Petty with Advanced Disposal addressed the Board regarding garbage and recycling totes.  It was noted that the shipping costs and storage for the totes are issues the Town must deal with.  Matt stated Advanced Disposal will create a proposal for the Town and bring it back for the December Board meeting.

Supervisor Woods would like to use the IDB funds for a grant writer to help the Town get grant monies for internet capabilities.
Supervisor Woods will notify the IDB that the Town wishes to use the funds for projects in the Town.

FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Supervisor Woods informed the Board all the EMTs have been certified and that there is a new recruit. The new fire truck will be ordered in January 2019.  He further reported that Chicken Fun Night will be January 30, 2019. It was noted that fire runs were up from this time last year.  In conclusion he stated the ambulance agreement reflects the current Fire Protection Agreement because all three entities use the same provider.

ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:
