CALL TO ORDER:
Chairman Tom Snider called the regular meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.

A Board quorum was present.

CORRESPONDENCE:
Clerk Zobel reported she had received notice from the Winnebago County Zoning Department stating the variance for Susan Marks has been approved at the County level.

PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Pete Ehlert and Joe Yana from the Butte des Morts Lions Club and the Butte des Morts Historical Society requested permission to set a large rock with a plaque, a tree and a bench in the Butte des Morts Park to honor George Kontos. Chairman Tom Snider said he had a proclamation from Governor Walker for George Kontos that will be given to George’s daughter Janet Veith.

Art Rathjen with the Greater Oshkosh Development Corp. appeared before the Board to request allocation of the IDB money to his group or it be used to support the Village Supervisor Woods said the Town will would be using the funds for broadband expansion within the Town.

BUTTE DES MORTS CONSERVATION CLUB ANNUAL REPORT:
Pete Ehlert presented the annual report.  He stated the DNR is conducting an in/out flow project which will start in 2019.  There is a water quality issue because of birds.  A new roof has been installed on the museum building structure. He further reported on activities for the year 2018.  The annual meeting will be held the second Monday in January at 7:00 at the Fin‘N’ Feather restaurant.  A new president will be installed at the banquet which will be held on April 5 also at the Fin’N’ Feather.

ADVANCED DISPOSAL CONTRACT PROPOSAL:
Matt Petty with Advanced Disposal appeared before the Board to discuss a new contract proposal.  Chairman Snider inquired about the charges for fuel.  Mr. Petty stated if the CPI stays under $4.00, no fuel charges are applied.  Mr. Petty will re-write the contract and bring it to the January Town Board meeting.
Supervisor Burghardt asked for a comparison of the old contract to the newly proposed contract.
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APPOINT COMMISSIONERS FOR RIVERMOOR SANITARY DISTRICT:
Chairman Snider reported three Commissioners are needed.  Supervisor Woods inquired about the Board becoming the Commissioners for the district.  This item will be placed on the January 2019 agenda.

Chairman Snider stated Dick Rather had verbally agreed to fill the vacancy on the Board of Appeals.  This item will be placed on the January 2019 Town Board agenda.

Chief Hanson provided his written report for the Board.  Supervisor Woods questioned if there has been any ATV route usage. The Chief said none to his knowledge. Supervisor Woods also asked if the vehicles can be used on school roads. The answer was no.

ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:
No report at this time. Chairman Snider inquired about a” blinking” STOP sign and a street light on the ATV/UTV trails. Highway Superintendent Benedict will check into these items. A date for the annual road check will be set earlier next year.
