PRESENTATION BY HOLLY SELWITSCHKA REQUESTING AUTHORIZATION TO SPEND $250
TO DEVELOP A SURVEY TO BOTH EDUCATE AND GAUGE PUBLIC OPINION ON THE 
DEVELOPMENT OF A JOINT PUBLIC LIBRARY WITH THE VILLAGE OF WINNECONNE:
Library Director Holly Selwitschka gave a presentation on the possibility of a joint partnership between the Town and Village of Winneconne.  She stated it will be an equal partnership between the Town of Winneconne and the Village of Winneconne.  
Supervisor Lang agreed and further stated that the Village should provide a solid commitment in writing as to their intentions.
