ATV/UTV ROUTES WITHIN THE TOWN:
Gene Goode with the Northeast and Central Wisconsin ATV-UTV Association appeared before the Board to give a presentation on a proposed ordinance the Association would like passed. He stated there are over 400,000 registered units in the state of Wisconsin. The Association is asking the Town to open all of the roads in the Town for ATV/UTV usage. Residents Dave Lux and Mike Roberts spoke in favor of opening the Town roads.
Supervisor Black stated people in the cottages on her road are going up and down the streets until 4-5:00 a.m.
Supervisor Burghardt stated the following: The Town’s current Ordinance regarding ATV/UTV usage has a sunset clause as of November 2019 when it will be re-evaluated; the Snowmobile Associations appear before the Board yearly to request routes within the Town; the County must open routes first; the Town Attorney needs to be consulted regarding State and Federal laws; Many residents in subdivisions are against this.  
Chairman Snider thanked everyone for their input and stated the information will be taken under consideration.

CLARK POINT RD. ASSOC. REQUEST FOR PRIVATE ROAD MAINTENANCE BY THE TOWN:
Ken Guerts, 7295 Clark Point Rd., approached the Board requesting the Town pay for road maintenance on Clark Point Rd. and assess the cost on the taxes for the residents of that road. 
Chairman Snider stated the Town did do that in the past but has now found out that should have never been done.  It is using public funds for private road work even though it is paid back.  
Supervisor Woods suggested having each resident on the road pay $500.00 and then get the repairs done.
Mr. Guerts explained that only ½ of the residents are in the Association.
Chairman Snider stated he is working with legislators to help correct this situation.
