

TOWN OF WINNECONNE
BOARD MEETING MINUTES
SEPTEMBER 19, 2019

CALL TO ORDER:
Chairman Tom Snider called the regular meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.

ROLL CALL: Chairman Tom Snider, Supervisors Vickie Black, Eric Lang and Matt Woods were present.  Absent was Supervisor Burghardt.  Also in attendance were Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Deputy Clerk Elizabeth Knaack, Treasurer Russ Van Gompel, Police Chief Brad Hanson, Assistant Fire Chief Ed Quigley, Matt Petty from Advanced Disposal and 9 citizens. A Board quorum was present.

Chairman Snider read a letter opposing ATV/UTV routes in the Town of Winneconne.

Art Rathjen representing the Greater Oshkosh Economic Development Corporation appeared before the Board to report on a career fair hosted by the organization.  He announced that QOS had filed a grant application for a fiber optic project in and around the City of Oshkosh. He also distributed the GOEDC 2019 Midyear Report.

Matt Petty, General Manager of Advanced Disposal, appeared before the Board to finalize the contract for refuse and recycle collection for the Town.
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Lang to enter into the contract with Advanced Disposal for refuse and recycle services for the Town; motion carried on a unanimous 4-0 roll call vote----

PARCEL 030-0064 FROM A-2 AGRICULTURAL TO R-2 RESIDENTIAL:
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Black to adopt Resolution 011-2019 to rezone tax parcel 030-0064 from A-2 Agricultural to R-2 Residential; motion carried with Chairman Snider, Supervisors Black and Woods voting aye, Supervisor Lang abstained----
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RESOLUTION 012-2019 FOR A PLANNED DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT TO CREATE 
RESIDENTIAL LOTS ON PART OF TAX PARCEL 030-0064:
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Chairman Snider to adopt Resolution 012-2019 for a Planned Development District to create residential lots on part of tax parcel 030-0064 noting that it complies with the Future Land Use plan; motion carried with Chairman Snider, Supervisor Black and Woods voting aye, Supervisor Lang abstained----

REVIEW OF ORDINANCE NO. 2018-04 ATV/UTV VEHICLES AND ROUTES:
Chuck Farrey, Chairman of the Town of Vinland and member of the Winnebago County Highway   Committee appeared before the Board to report on the recent Ordinance adopted by Winnebago County.  
Much discussion followed regarding safety of the ATV/UTV users.  Chairman Snider noted that Sheriff Matz will be at the WTA Unit meeting October 3 in the Town of Nekimi to discuss this matter.  
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Chairman Snider to extend the end date of Town Ordinance 2018-04 to November 1, 2021; motion carried on a unanimous 4-0 voice vote---

JOINT POWERS AGREEMENT FOR E-911 SERVICE FROM WINNEBAGO COUNTY:
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Lang to enter into the Joint Powers Agreement for E-911 services from Winnebago County; motion carried on a unanimous 4-0 voice

FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Supervisor Black reported on the Annual Fire District meeting which was held on September 9, 2019.  She reported that the final inspection on the new fire truck will be October 9, 2019.  The District has applied for a grant from the Firehouse Subs Foundation.  The 2020 Budget was submitted with no change from last year’s operating expenses.
