OCTOBER 17, 2019

CALL TO ORDER:
Chairman Tom Snider called the regular meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.

· A notice from the Winnebago County Zoning Department stated that the zoning change for April Hicks was approved and the Planned Development District and zoning change for Dennis Lang have also been approved with conditions placed upon the lots and structures.
· A notice from the DOA setting the 2019 population for the Town at 2,429.
