STATEMENT OF INTENT 2020 WINNEBAGO COUNTY IDB PER CAPITA FUNDING PROGRAM:
Art Rathjen with the Greater Oshkosh Economic Development Corporation appeared before the Board to request all or part of the Town’s share of the IDB funds.  He outlined programs being done in the County, especially the catch a ride program. 
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Lang to allocate half of the Town’s IDB funds to GO EDC with the remainder of the funds being allocated to the Village of Winneconne if they can provide an economic development use, otherwise the remining 50% will default to GO EDC; motion carried on a unanimous 4-0 voice vote----

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FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Fire Chief Krings reported his retirement date will be December 31, 2024. He also reported on a grant the department received in the amount of $19,000.  He stated that the closing of 6th Street for resurfacing will affect the Fire District budget because of the special tax assessment.  Travel into and out of the station may also be affected. Chief Krings encouraged those in attendance to view the new fire truck which he brought to the meeting this evening.

POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chief Hanson provided his written report for the Board.

ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:
Highway Superintendent Woods reported that all the road work has been completed for the year. The Town roads were rated per the PASER standard and entered into WISLR. East Island Dr. and Island Rd. were submitted and approved for 50/50 funding of TRIP funding. The Town either was a part of or submitted applications into the State MLS program: Yost Rd. (with Omro),  Lasley Point Rd. (Town Only) and Breezewood Rd. (with Clayton, Vinland and Winchester). We will find out in 2020 if approved.
