WINNEBAGO COUNTY SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Officer Kyle Beck was in attendance to speak later regarding ATV/UTV routes.

PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Pete Anderson appeared before the Board to speak regarding ATV/UTV routes.  He was invited to speak when that items in up for discussion in agenda item #9.

Art Rathjen with Greater Oshkosh Economic Development Committee appeared before the Board to give an update on QOS fiber optic project for the Town.

BUTTE DES MORTS CONSERVATION CLUB ANNUAL REPORT:
Bruce Loberg appeared before the Board to outline highlights of the activities of the Butte des Morts Conservation Club during the year 2019. He reported on storm damage, overnight parking and break-ins. He also reported on updates to the classrooms.  

ATV/UTV TRAVEL ON TOWN ROADS:
Adam Halder, 5356 County Rd. G addressed the Board regarding ATV/UTV trails and requested that all Town road be opened to ATV/UTV travel.
Officer Kyle Beck stated that Sheriff Matz wanted to pass along his concerns regarding ATV/UTV travel in the Town.  Sheriff Matz suggested a speed limit of 35 mph, the routes should have signage, operators must have a valid driver’s license, the vehicles are to be operated in daylight only and insurance coverage be required for the driver.
----MOTION by Supervisor Lang to open all Town Roads as well as County Roads M, S, G and B to the Town Line for ATV/UTV travel upon approval by Winnebago County with a sunset clause of either six months or one year;  motion failed for lack of a second.

----MOTION by Supervisor Woods to specify a route for ATV/UTV travel to include Wolf Run,  Lasley Point, Sunset Rustic Oaks west to Clow Road, Clow Road to Windmill, Shubert Lane, and Rivermoor; motion failed for lack of a second.
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Russ Van Gompel, 7025 Wisnac Road addressed the Board stating his opposition to ATV/UTV travel in the Town especially on County roads.
 
Others addressing the Board regarding this issue were: Pete Anderson, Roy Besch, Police Chief Brad  Hanson, Adam Halder, Dave Roland and Bill Benedict.  
Much discussion followed.

----MOTION by Supervisor Lang, second by Supervisor Woods that the Town will use due diligence to open all the Town roads and County Roads that the County approves including portions of County Roads S, G and B with a dawn to dusk ruling with a sunset clause of six months for County Roads and one year for the Town roads; Supervisors Woods and Lang voted aye, Supervisor Black and Chairman Snider nay; motion dies due to a tie.

Supervisor Lang stated this will be added to the January 2020 agenda.
