

TOWN OF WINNECONNE
BOARD MEETING MINUTES
JANUARY 16, 2020

CALL TO ORDER:
Chairman Tom Snider called the regular meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.

ROLL CALL: Chairman Tom Snider, Supervisors Dale Burghardt, Eric Lang and Matt Woods were present. Absent and excused was Supervisor Vickie Black. Also in attendance were Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Deputy Clerk Elizabeth Knaack, Treasurer Russ Van Gompel, Police Chief Brad Hanson, Assistant Fire Chief Ed Quigley, Village of Winneconne Police Chief Paul Olson, Vinland Town Chairman Chuck Farrey, Town of Neenah Chairman Bob Schmeichel, Art Rathjen with GOEDC and 17 citizens.  A Board quorum was present.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said in unison.

----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Lang to dispense with reading and approve the minutes of December 19, 2019; motion carried on a unanimous 4-0 voice vote----

PUBLIC COMMENT: 
John Van Huis, 6703 Olen Trail appeared before the Board regarding water issues on the north side of Indian Shores.  
Supervisor Woods reported that he had spoken with Dan Averkamp from the Winnebago County Highway Department and this area will be evaluated during the annual road survey.

[bookmark: _Hlk30418858]RESOLUTION FOR WINNEBAGO COUNTY ON ZONING CHANGE FROM B-2 COMMUNITY BUSINESS TO R-2 RESIDENTIAL: GEORGE J. KONTOS REV.TST, 5089 WASHINGTON ST. TAX PARCELS 030-0634, 030-0598, 030-0597 030-0624, 030-0623 
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Woods to pass the resolution to recommend that the County amend their zoning map to change the property owned by the George J. Kontos Rev. Tst., 5089 Washington Street for Tax Parcels 030-0634, 030-0598, 030-0597 030-0624, 030-0623 from B-2 Community Business to R-2 Suburban Residential because the proposed amendment agrees with the Town’s adopted Land Use Plan; motion carried on a unanimous 4-0 voice vote.   

ATV/UTV TRAVEL ON TOWN ROADS:  
Chairman Snider reported on a WTA Winnebago County Unit meeting that was held in the Town of Nepeuskun. He stated he was unable to attend, but Supervisors Black, Burghardt and Woods had attended.  He had, however, listened to the recording of the meeting.  He stated there are no formal ATV/UTV trails in Winnebago County.  
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Supervisor Burghardt stated ATV/UTVs come with a sticker stating they are not designed to be driven on paved roads.

Town of Neenah Chairman Bob Schmeichel appeared before the Board to report on information received from the DNR regarding ATV/UTV travel on paved roads.  He reported the following:
· ATV/UTVs are not to be used on hard surface roads
· Liability lies with the Towns and County and the roads must be maintained properly
· All tires must be on a hard surface
· Off road means 10 feet off the surface of the road.
The Town of Neenah took a straw vote not to allow ATV/UTV travel on their roads. 
Town of Vinland Chairman and member of the Winnebago Co. Highway Committee Chuck Farrey addressed the Board. He stated any roads designated for ATV/UTV use must have a daily traffic count of 1,000 or less.  He further stated that enforcement will be an issue with trails going from Town to County and different adjoining Towns. 
Adam Halder, 5656 County Rd. G addressed the Board regarding roads versus trail tires.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Valerie Stabenow, 6400 Paulson Rd. addressed the Board and read from various ATV/UTV manuals stating they are not to be used on pavement.
Justin Pamer, 6619 County Rd. M addressed the Board and stated it is a new day, things are changing and there is a new era coming and the Board is fighting it.  He pointed out that tractors do more damage to roads than 600 pound four wheelers.
----MOTION by Supervisor Lang, second by Supervisor Woods to allow ATV/UTV usage on all Town roads as well as County Highways G, S, M, B, and D if it is allowed by the County in daylight hours only. Supervisor Woods amended the motion to state the ATV club must provide signage on all roads 
Supervisor Burghardt stated that residents of Butte des Morts are upset about the ATV/UTV usage of their roads.
The question was called with Lang and Woods voting aye, Supervisor Burghardt and Chairman Snider voting nay.  Motion died because of a tie vote----

Village of Winneconne Police Chief Paul Olson stated the Village had opened their streets in November of 2018 to ATV/UTV travel and there have only been two traffic stops in this time.  He did note that the Village has 24-hour police coverage.

----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Lang to open Lakeshore Road Wentzel Shores Road, Wenzel Road, Jacquis Road, Mueller Road, County Road B east, Wolf Run, Lasley Point Road, Lasley Shore Road, Sunset Trail, Olen Trail, Indian Shores, Hiawatha,  Forest Park and all roads in the Ball Prairie subdivision, Rustic Oaks west to Clow Road, Clow Road, Woodland, Windmill and Paulson Road for ATV/UTV travel providing a route to Winchester and that the ATV club is to reimburse the Town for the cost of signage and if no problems are experienced, more roads can be opened after the Town’s current Ordinance’s sunset clause of November 1, 2021; motion died due to a tie vote with Supervisors Lang and Woods voting aye, Supervisor Burghardt and Chairman Snider voting nay----
This item will be placed on the February 20, 2020 agenda.

ORDINANCE 2020-01 TO CREATE CHAPTER 137 BROADBAND NETWORK PROJECTS:
Art Rathjen with GO-EDC addressed the Board stating this Ordinance shows the Town is grant friendly and cuts paperwork for the applicant in the grant process.
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Burghardt to adopt Ordinance 2020-01 creating Chapter 137 of the Town Code regarding Broadband Network Projects; motion carried on a unanimous 4-0 voice vote---- 

RESOLUTION 001-2020 TO AMEND THE 2019 BUDGET:
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Lang to approve Resolution 001-2020 to amend the 2019 budget; motion carried on a unanimous 4-0 roll call vote---- 

OPERATOR LICENSE: JIMMY KUBERA:
----MOTION by Supervisor Lang, second by Supervisor Burghardt to grant an operator’s license to Jimmy Kubera; motion carried on a unanimous 4-0 voice vote----

INTERGOVERNMENTAL COOPERATIVE PLAN BETWEEN THE TOWN OF CLAYTON
AND THE TOWN OF WINNECONNE:
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Woods to accept the Intergovernmental Cooperative between the Town of Clayton and the Town of Winneconne; after brief discussion, the motion and second was withdrawn.
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----MOTION 	by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Lang to instruct Chairman Snider to contact the Town Attorney for discussion regarding the proposed Intergovernmental Cooperative Plan for the Towns of Clayton and Winneconne; motion carried on a unanimous 4-0 voice vote----

FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Supervisor Woods read for the Board Supervisor Black’s notes from the Fire District meeting.
Assistant Fire Chief Quigley reported that Engine 28 has been sold for $7,000.
