

TOWN OF WINNECONNE
BOARD MEETING MINUTES
JUNE 18, 2020

CALL TO ORDER:
Chairman Tom Snider called the regular meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI. This meeting was also available via Zoom.

ROLL CALL: In person attendees were Chairman Tom Snider, Supervisors Eric Lang and Matt Woods,  Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Deputy Clerk Elizabeth Knaack, Assistant Fire Chief Ed Quigley and 5 citizens. Present via Zoom were Supervisors Dale Burghardt and Vickie Black, Police Chief Brad Hanson and 3 citizens.  A Board quorum was present.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
The Pledge of Allegiance was said in unison.

NOTICE VERIFICATION:
Clerk Zobel verified that the agenda notices were posted on June 12, 2020 at the Winneconne Town Hall, the Butte des Morts Lions Club Bldg., and the Butte des Morts Post Office. Notices were also e-mailed to The Winneconne News, The Oshkosh Northwestern and posted on the Town website. 

APPROVE MINUTES OF THE MAY 21, 2020 BOARD MEETING:
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Lang to dispense with reading and approve the minutes of May 21, 2020; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----

CORRESPONDENCE:
Clerk Zobel presented a letter from the State of Wisconsin DNR informing the Town the amount of the recycling grant will be $7,196.10. 

PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Richard Boneske, 5191 Southwind Drive, addressed the Board to ask if  Town residents  could use the Village’s compost site.  Chairman Snider informed him that he has been in contact with the Village and will continue to be regarding this subject.
Mr. Boneske also reported that there is a problem on Southwind Drive with water pooling which could cause issues during the winter months.  
Highway Superintendent Woods said he would check the situation.
Dave Roland, 6031 Lasley Point Road, told the Board that his neighbor has a racetrack on his property and runs vehicles without mufflers at times until 2:00 a.m.
Chief Hanson has been made aware of this problem and will talk to the homeowner.

ATV/UTV ROUTES & SIGNS:
Chairman Snider informed the Board that County Road G was not approved by the County for an ATV/UTV route, but County Road M was.  An ordinance will be coming in July to rescind and recreate Ordinance 2020-03 to reflect the changes.  
Rose Andrashko stated the ATV/UTV club will order the signs.
It was stated that other roads may be considered for ATV/UTV travel after the November referendum or at the sunset of the original ordinance which is in November 2021.
