JULY 16, 2020

CALL TO ORDER:
Chairman Tom Snider called the regular meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI. This meeting was also available via Zoom.

STUDIES/RESIDENCY BOARD CANDIDATES
Supervisor Black provided names of people willing to serve on the Residency Board.  Supervisor Burghardt had inquired at the June meeting if this ordinance has ever been tested in court.  Town Attorney Parmentier confirmed that it had been.
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Black to adopt Ordinance 2020-05 Sex Offender Ordinance contingent upon appointment of the Residency Board.  Motion was withdrawn.  Chairman Snider stated he will reach out the people who had volunteered to serve on the Residency Board. This item will be placed on the agenda for the August 20, 2020 Board meeting.

FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Supervisor Black reported on the Fire District meeting. Assistant Chief Ed Quigley stated the First Responders are not responding to Type A and B calls during the COVID-19 health emergency; however, the ambulance responds to all calls.  He also outlined the safety precautions being taken by the Department and the  process for cleaning and sanitizing equipment after calls.
