CorrespondencE: The Town of Winchester sent an invitation to attend a meeting at the Winchester Town Hall on Tuesday, March 10, 2009 at 6:30 p.m. to hear a presentation on wind towers and developing ordinances regulating them. PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Connie Erpelding, 5766 Erie St. asked the Board if there had been any decision made about special provisions for the elderly or handicapped in respect to the use of the garbage totes.
SOLID WASTE POLICY, PROCEDURES AND ORDINANCE MODIFICATION:

Chairman Rengstorf said several complaints had come in regarding the large size of the trash containers and the Town had also had some complaints that folks had more trash than the totes could hold. 
Dave Tellock of Veolia Waste Services explained that the trucks are designed to lift the totes and dump the trash into the truck bins. He said Veolia wanted to work with the Town on the problems reported. In regard to the question about overflow, Tellock suggested that the resident purchase another tote if they were filling the first one and those unable to handle the large tote could have a family member or neighbor assist them. 

There was further discussion and Supervisor Burghardt reminded Mr. Tellock that he had said that Veolia would pick up extra bags that were along side a tote when the proposal was made to the Town. .

After lengthy discussion it was agreed that hardship cases would be allowed to forgo use of the tote and just put out a single bag and overflow trash set out beside a tote would be picked up by Veolia.
