BOARD MEETING MINUTES

JANUARY 15, 2009 - 7:30 p.m.

CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Harvey Rengstorf called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.
ROLL CALL:

Supervisors Wm. Benedict, James Eagon, Tom Snider and Chairman Harvey Rengstorf were present.  Also in attendance were Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Treasurer Patricia Angell, Police Chief Brad Hanson, Fire Chief Ryan Krings, Adam Timm of Veolia Waste Services and 5 Town residents.  Supervisor Dale Burghardt was absent.

CorrespondencE: None
PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Connie Erpelding, 5766 Erie St. addressed the Board about the new trash totes that have been distributed. She said the totes are too large for the elderly and handicapped and provisions need to be made to accommodate these people. She added that her father has only one small bag of trash each week and is able to take that bag to the curb without the large tote. She asked the Board to consider alternatives to using the totes for the elderly and handicapped individuals within the Town.

Dale Watson, 7071 Wisnac Rd., told the Board that he felt there was very poor communication to the public regarding the new rules for pick-up. 

David Roland, 6031 Lasley Point Rd., said his mother has a problem because of the size of the toter. He also said he felt the wind would cause the empty totes to blow around. 

SOLID WASTE POLICY, PROCEDURES AND ORDINANCE MODIFICATION:

Chairman Rengstorf said several complaints had come in regarding the size of the trash containers.

Adam Timm of Veolia Waste Services explained that the trucks are designed to lift the totes and dump the trash into the truck bins. He suggested that residents could leave the totes at the road and take the trash to the tote each week. He also mentioned that trash could be put roadside less frequently or the resident could pay approximately $20 per month for drive-in pick-up. 

The question was raised about overflow. Would the drivers take extra bags placed along side a tote? Mr. Timm suggested that the resident purchase another tote if they were filling the first one. 

Supervisor Eagon asked Mr. Timm to investigate how the waste hauling industry in general was responding to the concerns expressed here this evening. 

Another question posed was if a note from a Doctor confirmed the resident was unable to handle the tote, could the resident be exempted from using the tote if they only had one lightweight bag of trash?
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The issue of pick-up on private roads was discussed and Mr. Timm said that most private roads were accessible by the trucks, but Frerks Rd. was not, at least during the winter season. 

Concern was expressed about totes being blown by the wind and being damaged in some manner. Also mentioned was the possibility of getting smaller size totes for those that have less trash.

Mr. Timm reviewed the list of questions that he will refer to upper management at Veolia.

Supervisor Snider said he thought the proposed change to the Town’s Ordinance in 264-7 Subsection A (1) should remove the stipulation of a “95 gallon container” and simply read “container”.

----MOTION by Snider, second by Eagon to approve the modification to Chapter 264 of the Code as amended; carried on a unanimous roll call vote----  

FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Eagon reminded everyone that the District will hold their annual “Chicken Fun Night” on January 21, 2009. The Fire District Board is considering changing to one annual meeting in September instead of the semi-annual meeting they currently hold for the three Municipalities.
Chief Krings stated that the District had a record number of calls in 2008. The County Sheriff’s Department is paying to replace the propeller on the water rescue vehicle   He added that the new mutual aid agreement was working very well. Chief Krings also mentioned that the Town’s payment for new fire truck had been received.
POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT: 
The Board reviewed the written report submitted by Chief Hanson. Chief Hanson added that he is re-checking the Town to ensure full compliance on the E-911 address signs and is also checking that there are no garbage totes at roadside that appear to be left at summer residences. 
ROAD MAINTENANCE & SNOWPLOWING REPORT:
Benedict reported that snow plowing costs are up this year due to the high snow volumes and as a result summer road maintenance projects may have to be cut back. He will monitor the budget.
