CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Harvey Rengstorf called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.

· Receipt of the Butte des Morts Conservation Club Annual Report.
· Notice from the IRS that the standard mileage reimbursement rate will be 55 cents per mile effective 1-1-2009.

· Notice from the Oshkosh Transit System that on January 1, 2009 the rural program fares will increase from $10 to $12 per trip. This will mean the Town’s co-pay will be $6.

· Announcement from the Fire District that they have received a federal grant in the amount of $43,900.

· Request from Chief Hanson to transfer his 2008 year end budget balance to the Public Safety Fund to be used for future upgrades to equipment.    
PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Terry Zawacki of 6799 Olen Tr. thanked the Board for their support over the past year. The new signs installed by the Town have helped with parking issues and trash dumping has decreased.  The Association has removed brush, cleaned–up the trail area, instituted a neighborhood watch program and is looking for funds to complete a dredging project. 
WINNEBAGO COUNTY PER CAPITA FUNDING PROGRAM:

ORDINANCE TO RESCIND & RECREATE PART OF CHAPTER 270-4:
Snider expressed gratitude to the Plan Commission for their work on the Ordinance modifications.

----MOTION by Snider, second by Burghardt to rescind and recreate Chapter 270-4 (2) (a), (2) (b), (2) (d) and (3) (b) as presented; motion carried on a unanimous roll call vote----

----MOTION by Snider, second by Benedict to approve the Operators Licenses for Molly A. Angle, Cassandra L. Dykstra and Virginia G. Wells; carried an a unanimous voice vote----

WINNEBAGO COUNTY ZONING TEXT AMENDMENT FOR TOWN OF OSHKOSH:
Chairman Rengstorf explained that the Town of Oshkosh, which is under County zoning, had requested the text amendment in order to move “Auto Sales’ to the list of businesses that require a Conditional Use Permit. 

----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Eagon to recommend approval of the proposed text amendment to the Winnebago County Zoning Ordinance since the change is compatible with existing ordinances; carried on a unanimous roll call vote----    
FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Eagon reminded everyone that the District will hold their annual “Chicken Fun Night” on January 21, 2009.

Assistant Fire Chief Quigley said that all responders to roadway incidents will be wearing red and yellow vests for safety. The District responded to an ice rescue near Yost Rd. The responders had to cut a branch to gain access to the lake. They have also asked Radtke Contractors to keep the road plowed in case access is needed again. Quigley added that the Oshkosh Fire Department has offered to move a rescue vehicle to Winneconne during snow storms to help increase response time if needed.
POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
The Board reviewed the written report submitted by Chief Hanson. Chief Hanson added that he will be re-checking the Town to ensure full compliance on the E-911 address signs. 
ROAD MAINTENANCE & SNOWPLOWING REPORT:
