BOARD MEETING MINUTES

NOVEMBER 20, 2008 - 7:30 p.m.

CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Harvey Rengstorf called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.
ROLL CALL:

Supervisors Wm. Benedict, Dale Burghardt, James Eagon, Tom Snider and Chairman Harvey Rengstorf were present.  Also in attendance were Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Treasurer Patricia Angell, Police Chief Brad Hanson, Fire Chief Ryan Krings, Atty. Patrick Seubert, Dave Tellock of Veolia Waste Management and 1 Town resident.

NOTICE VERIFICATION: 

Clerk Zobel verified agenda notices were posted on November 14, 2008 on the Town website, at the Winneconne Town Hall, the Butte des Morts Lions Club Bldg., Butte des Morts Post Office, Wayne’s Piggly Wiggly and YDS Yarn & Fabric and notices were also e-mailed to Atty. Patrick Seubert, The Winneconne News and The Oshkosh Northwestern. 
APPROVE MINUTES OF OCTOBER 16, 2008 BOARD MEETING:

Supervisor Eagon asked that the minutes read that he had “contacted” the DNR seeking a change of status from ramp to walk-in for the Rivermoor boat landing.
----MOTION by Snider, second by Benedict to dispense with reading and approve Board meeting minutes of October 16 as amended, 2008; carried on a voice vote---

CorrespondencE: 
Clerk Zobel presented the following:

· Receipt of A Surplus Commodity Rebate from Winnebago County Solid Waste in the amount of $9437.37. This is an increase of $2556.10 over last year.
· Notice from the DNR that the Recycling Incentive Grant will be restored for the calendar year 2009. The Grant for 2008 was $1477.28.

· Report on a resident complaint of hunters on the Wolf Wilderness Trail. Upon contact with the DOT, it was determined that the area is open to hunters. The DOT said they would try to get authorization to install a sign on the trail that would state that the trail is a multi-use area which includes hunting. Nothing has been done at this time. 
PUBLIC COMMENT: 
None.
REFUSE & RECYCLE CONTRACT TO IMPLEMENT SINGLE STREAM RECYCLING:

Chairman Rengstorf explained that Winnebago County will be implementing single stream recycling in mid 2009 and that change will require an adjustment to the Town’s contract with Veolia Waste.

Dave Tellock from Veolia reviewed 3 proposals for the Board. The proposals includes rental of containers for trash and recycle and purchase options for each residential property in the Town.

The estimated cost is $45-$48 for the 65 gallon and $48-$52 for the 95 gallon carts. Assembly and delivery of each cart will be about $6.  

----MOTION by Snider, second by Burghardt to purchase the carts and to include the cost of the units along with the assembly and delivery charge as a one-time billing to be included with the Refuse & Recycle assessment on the 2008 property tax bills; motion carried on a unanimous roll call vote---- 
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“NO WAKE” ON UPPER FOX RIVER & PART OF WOLF RIVER:

Chairman Rengstorf explained that the Town of Wolf River had passed an Ordinance to impose a “No Wake” zone on the portion of the rivers in their Town. The Winnebago County Sheriff asked if the Town of Winneconne wanted to consider the same action. The Town would pay for the buoys along with the annual install and removal costs and the Sheriff’s Department would be the enforcement agency. Rengstorf suggested the Board give the matter some thought until early next year. 

Burghardt said he was opposed to the limit on boating traffic. 

Eagon mentioned that he would like to review the Wolf River Ordinance. 

No Board action.

RIVERMOOR RD. BOAT LAUNCH:
Eagon said he had not heard anything from the DNR.

WINNEBAGO COUNTY ZONING TEXT AMENDMENT:

Chairman Rengstorf explained that the amendment was a needed language clarification.

----MOTION by Snider, seconds by Burghardt to approve the proposed amendment to the Winnebago County Zoning Ordinance; motion carried on a unanimous roll call vote----   
SET DATES FOR BUDGET MEETINGS AND PUBLIC HEARING:
The Public Hearing to set the 2008 tax levy was moved to December 3, 2008 at 6:00p.m. 
STATE LOAN FOR FIRE TRUCK FINANCING:

Chairman Rengstorf explained that the Town would get a reduction of $4427.00 in our portion of the payment for the new Rescue Vehicle if our payment is made the first week in January 2009. The Town’s portion of the $255,368.00 purchase price is $120, 602.00 with the early payment. 

----MOTION by Eagon, second by Snider to pay the early payment for the Town’s portion of the new Rescue Vehicle in the amount of $120,602 and to apply for a 10 year loan from the State Board of Commissioners of Public Lands in the amount of $120,602 to replace the money taken from the Town’s General Fund; carried on a unanimous roll call vote----

The Board scheduled a special Board meeting for December 3, 2008 at 5:45 p.m. to review the loan application from the State. The next regular Board meeting will be on December 18, 2008 at 7:30 p.m.

FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chief Krings said that the Fire District had received a FEMA Grant in the amount of $45,700  The District has the require match money in the amount of $2285.00. The Grant money will be used to complete the purchase of turn-out gear for the entire department.
POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
The Board reviewed the written report submitted by Chief Hanson. Chief Hanson announced that his Deputy Adam Vander Hyden has been hired full-time at the Kaukauna Police Department and will be unavailable until the first of the year to complete his field training program. Adam will continue working for the Town after his training period. 
ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:
Benedict said he was trying to contact Tim Zillges about the shouldering needed in the Zillges Pines Subdivision. Benedict also mentioned that he and the Chairman had met with Radtke Contractors about snow plowing of the private roads within the Town.
