SITE PLAN REVIEW-CONDITIONS OF APPROVAL-RENEW E-85 FUEL STATION:

REVIEW & RECOMMEND CONSTRUCTION PROCESS 270-4 (C) (2)

Eagon explained that one of the subdivisions within the Town still had gravel roads and since the lots were not selling, the developer was asking to hold off on putting the asphalt down on the roads. The existing Developers Agreement states that the roads should be completed by August 31, 2008. The concern that needs to be addressed is that the newly paved asphalt roads could be damaged by construction trucks in the future. The Commission is being asked to give an opinion on whether the Ordinance should be changed or enforced at this time.

Murawski said he felt that the Town needed to protect the base course already in place on the roads.
