PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Dale Watson, 7071 Wisnac Rd. brought in pictures of trash that was strewn on Wisnac Rd. after the trash haulers had gone through on Thursday. The Board said they would report the problem to Veolia Waste Services.    

ORDINANCE TO MODIFY CHAPTER 310- AND 310-26 CONDITIONAL USES:

Supervisor Eagon said the Plan Commission had unanimously voted to recommend approval by the Board. 
----MOTION by Supervisor Snider, second by Supervisor Eagon to approve the modifications to the Town Zoning Code for Chapter 310-7 and 310-26; motion carried on a unanimous roll call vote----
EXTENSION OF THE “NO WAKE” ZONE ON THE LOWER WOLF RIVER:

Chairman Rengstorf said he had been approached by the owner of the property along the shoreline asking that the “NO WAKE” be extended to protect from more erosion in the area. 

Supervisor Burghardt said that he could support a “NO WAKE” extension with a size limit on boat length. He added that he also felt the property owner needed to add some erosion control material to protect the shoreline.
Atty. Seubert said that an ordinance with a boat size involved would be extremely difficult to enforce.

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ALLIANT ENERGY REQUEST TO CONNECT TOWN HALL TO NATURAL GAS:

Chairman Rengstorf explained that Alliant is asking if the Town has any plans to convert the Town Hall to natural gas. Supervisor Snider was asked to research the cost involved for such a conversion and the estimated cost difference on a monthly basis.

FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chief Krings said the new vehicle is in service but has not yet been used. The old truck has not been sold yet. Chief Krings added that the he has had many positive comments from First Responders and the Oshkosh Ambulance Service about the new E-911 signs that were installed last year. 
Supervisor Eagon stated for the record that the new mini pumper was purchased by the Fire District with money that they had collected from fund raising activities and no public funds were used.  Supervisor Eagon added that the District had 6 people apply for 2 open positions within the department and he thought that such a response was a tribute to our Fire District. 

POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT: 
The Board reviewed the written report submitted by Chief Hanson. Supervisor Benedict said he appreciated the extra patrol work that the Department had been doing within the Town and asked the officers to increase patrol on County Rd. M.

MAINTENANCE & SNOWPLOWING REPORT:
Supervisor Benedict reported there will be repair work that needs to be done on Sunset Tr. and Paulson Rd. this summer. The date for the road survey will be set next month.
