PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Phil Kieffer of 7126 Cross Rd. addressed the Board with a complaint about the Town Assessor.  Mr. Kieffer said Mr. Zacharias was difficult to reach and then when he did speak with him, he was arrogant and rude. Mr. Kieffer said he had asked for official documentation on how assessments are conducted and Mr. Zacharias has refused to answer his questions. Mr. Kieffer went on to state that he felt the Assessor was falsifying records because the assessment for his home stated it was determined as of  January 1, 2008 and he did not actually have an occupancy permit until April of 2008. Mr. Kieffer asked the Board to dismiss Mr. Zacharias.

Dave Lux asked the Board to repair the damaged culvert on his property on Rivermoor Rd. The damage was done by the snow plows. 

CERTIFIED SURVEY MAP: GARY HOFFMAN, 5135 WASHINGTON ST.

   TAX PARCELS 030-0663, 030-0664 AND 030-0586 

Bob Reider of Carow Land Surveying addressed the Board. He said he had spoken with Chris Murawski about the information that the Plan Commission had requested be added to the Survey Map. There was discussion about the modifications to the map and the documentation that was used to make the changes to the parcel. Supervisor Eagon asked that a copy of the documentation be forwarded to the Town to file with the Certified Survey Map.

BOAT LAUNCH AREA AT THE END OF RIVERMOOR RD:

Supervisor Eagon explained that he had spoken with the DNR about abandoning the boat launch area or making it a walk-in access only area. The DNR has denied both requests. The DNR did suggest that the Town could put up fences on each side of the road right-of-way to deter parking or the Town could expand the width of the road and build a turn-around. Chairman Rengstorf suggested that a sign designating “No Turnaround” be installed. 
----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Burghardt to install a “No Turnaround” sign on Rivermoor Rd.; motion carried on a voice vote----
CULVERT REPLACEMENT ON RIVERMOOR RD:

Chairman Rengstorf explained that the snow plows had damaged a culvert in the driveway at the Lux property on Rivermoor Rd. The plows use the driveway to turn around.
