Supervisor Burghardt noted that he had voted nay on the Wolff Certified Survey Maps and asked that the minutes be corrected.

COMMENTS FOR COUNTY VARIANCE REQUEST: GERALD GONZALES & LINDA       

     NEILL, 6998 GRIGNON RD., TAX PARCEL 030-0234-02:
Supervisor Burghardt stated the Plan Commission recommended the variance be approved because the road was not really an issue, the east set-back appeared safer and more aesthetically pleasing.  The Plan Commission did recommend the mobile home be removed upon completion of the new home.
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Benedict to recommend to  Winnebago County that the variance request for Gerald Gonzales & Linda Neill, 6998 Grignon Road, Tax Parcel 030-0234-02 be approved; motion carried on a unanimous roll call vote----

1. The road is not an issue.

2. The east set-back appears safer and more aesthetically pleasing. 

3. The mobile home should be removed upon completion of the new home.
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CITIZEN DONATION OF RIP RAP AT THE BUTTE DES MORTS BOAT LANDING:
7:40p.m. Supervisor Snider present.
Chairman Rengstorf explained that Tim Cook, neighbor to the Butte des Morts boat landing, had offered to pay for approximately 30 feet of rip rap at the boat landing in conjunction with doing work at his home.  
----MOTION  by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Benedict to have the Town Attorney draw up a letter of agreement that would state the Town would be held harmless, DNR requirements would be met and also expressing thanks from the Town; motion carried on a unanimous roll call vote----
OLEN SHORES ESTATES SUBDIVISION:
Developer Woody Garrow reviewed the items that still need to be provided to the Town for this subdivision.  There was also discussion regarding road specifications and street lights.

----MOTION by Supervisor Snider, second by Supervisor Burghardt to authorize the Chairman and Clerk to sign the final plat upon receipt of all necessary documents; motion carried on a unanimous roll call vote----

TOWN HALL: CONVERSION FROM PROPANE TO NATURAL GAS OPEN & REVIEW BIDS FOR REPLACING 3 FURNACES: 
Supervisor Snider reminded the board that the Town was considering converting from propane to natural gas.  Bids were received from MCM Air, Inc and Ryf Heating & Air Conditioning, Inc for replacing the furnaces in the town hall.  Supervisor Snider suggested the Board review the estimates for discussion next month.  No Board action.
WINNEBAGO COUNTY SOLID WASTE SURPLUS COMMODITY REVENUE BALLOT:
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Snider  that Winnebago County shall refund the recycling revenue surplus of $425,420.00 to signing municipalities based upon each municipality’s actual tonnage processed and sold for year 2008; motion carried on a unanimous roll call vote----
BUDGET RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE FUNDS FOR DEPUTY CLERK SALARY:
----MOTION  by Supervisor Snider, second by Supervisor Burghardt that $7,000 be transferred from Account 59000-00, Contingency Fund, to Account 51400-00, General Administration for Deputy Clerk/Office Assistant wages and FICA; motion carried on a unanimous roll call vote----
AESTHETICS AT 6802 WENTZEL SHORE RD:

Supervisor Snider said he had checked the property  at 6802 Wentzel Shore Road and the shed is in bad repair and should be removed.  The aesthetics committee will send a letter for removal of the shed to the property owner.  
RESOLUTION OPPOSING PROPOSED CHANGES TO WIS PREVAILING WAGE LAW:
Chairman Rengstorf  explained that the Wisconsin Towns Association had recommended that proposed changes to the prevailing wage law included in Governor Doyle’s state budget proposal should be introduced as a separate legislative bill rather than be included in the state budget bill.
