 in the Town Hall. The Board consensus was favorable to replacing the two inside furnaces now and delaying the replacement of the outside unit

natural gas with a conversion costs of approximately $700 and to replace the two inside furnaces as specified in the MCM Air proposal with 92% efficient units at a cost f $4,470 for the furnaces; motion carried on a unanimous roll call vote----

WINNEBAGO COUNTY ZONING ORDINANCE TEXT AMENDMENT SECTIONS 17.36, 17.37, 

AND 17.38:

1. That wind turbines be allowed only on parcels five acres or greater.

2. All wind turbines shall be subject to a Conditional Use Permit

3. That the County ordinance include a provision for abandoned wind energy systems in the event they are not removed by the owner after proper notice from the County.
