BOARD MEETING MINUTES

AUGUST 20, 2009 - 7:30 p.m.

CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Harvey Rengstorf called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.
ROLL CALL:

Supervisors Wm. Benedict, Dale Burghardt, James Eagon, Tom Snider and Chairman Harvey Rengstorf were present.  Also in attendance were Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Deputy Clerk Susanne Jones, Treasurer Patricia Angell, Police Chief Brad Hanson, Fire Chief Ryan Krings, Attorney Patrick Seubert, Dave Tellock of Veolia Waste Services, Tom Radtke of Radtke Contractors Inc, Atty. Russ Reff, a Winnebago County Deputy, 4 Town residents and 3 visitors.

APPROVE MINUTES OF JULY 16, 2009 BOARD MEETINGS:
----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Benedict to dispense with reading and approve Board meeting minutes, July 16, 2009; carried on a voice vote----

CorrespondencE:
Clerk Zobel presented the following correspondence:
· The Winnebago County Solid Waste Board reported that the majority of the communities in the County requested that the surplus commodity revenue be held by the Board for future tipping fee stabilization.

· The Winnebago County Solid Waste Board also reported that, as a result of  the Governor’s action with the State budget, the standard solid waste tipping fees will increase $4.10 per ton effective July 1, 2009 and will again increases $3.00 per ton effective October 1, 2009.  
PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Carolyn Hensel-Fixmer, 7110 Shoreline Drive explained that she has a problem with a neighbor who put a dusk to dawn light on his pier that creates excessive light into her cottage. Chairman Rengstorf said the item would be put on next months agenda for discussion.
ORDINANCE & RESOLUTION TO PROHIBIT MOTORBOAT OPERATION IN POSTED SENSTIVE WETLANDAREAS:

 ----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Snider to approve the proposal as presented.  Supervisor Burghardt expressed concerns that the Club is asking to protect their privately owned property and not considering it as a public waterway. He added that he would like to see evidence of actual damage done. Attorney Seubert stated the proposed ordinance must be submitted to the DNR sixty days prior to approval by the Board. He added that the Board should consider enforcement methods available to the Town before the Board approves the Ordinance. Supervisor Eagon withdrew his motion for approval.

Action was postponed to October 15, 2009.
FOURTH AMENDMENT TO BALL PRARIE SUBDIVISION DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT:

Tom Radtke, Developer of the Ball Prairie Subdivision, asked to extend the timeline for completion of the road construction by 1 year with a fourth amendment to the original agreement. Chairman Rengstorf reminded that the letter of credit will expire on September 16, 2009. There was discussion about the effect an extension would have on the residents of the subdivision.
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----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Benedict to authorize a fourth amendment to the subdivision development agreement with Ball Prairie LLC with the condition that the Letter of Credit is extended to match the agreement, that Radtke will continue to plow the roads in the winter months and construction of the roads will comply with the current ordinance and specifications; carried on a voice vote----
REFUSE AND RECYCLE LIMITATIONS ON PICK-UP:

Bill Ehmke, 6603 Lasley Shore Dr., complained about the size of the totes provided. He said he felt that since the current contract allows for two cubic yards of refuse per household he should be allowed to put that much out for collection. There was discussion about the current contract specifications but no decision was made.
OLEN TRAIL ROAD CONDITION AND REPAIRS BY DEVELOPER:

Chairman Rengstorf explained that a July 16, 2009 letter from Woody Garrow stated that Badger Highways would complete the repairs on Olen Tr. by September 18. A FAX dated today from Woody Garrow stated that he had instead hired Northeast Asphalt to do the work when they are in the area. Chairman Rengstorf said he thought the issue should be referred to the Town Engineer Jeff Schultz. Supervisor Benedict asked that the ditch water problem also be referred to Schultz. Held for September. No Board action. 
INTERMUNICIPAL AGREEMENT TO OPERATE A DRIVER’S SIMULATOR:

Fire Chief Ryan Krings reported that he had addressed the concerns expressed by Atty. Seubert. Chief Krings added that the purchase is being done under a regional grant to the Neenah-Menasha Fire Rescue and provides an opportunity for a one time buy-in with a small maintenance fee for other Fire Departments.
Atty. Seubert said Chief Krings was a great asset to the community and thanked him for his work on the project.

----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Eagon to approve the Intermunicipal Agreement to Operate a Regional Driver’s Simulator; motion carried on a unanimous roll call vote----

REFUSE AND RECYCLE PROPOSED CONTRACT:
The Board reviewed a contract proposal from Veolia Environmental Services. The contract will be discussed again at the next meeting after investigation of some additional options is done. No Board action.

Chief Krings reported that members are being trained for MABAS and everything should be in place by February 2010.
