CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Harvey Rengstorf called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.

CorrespondencE:
Clerk Zobel reported that the Wisconsin Department of Administration has set the estimated population for the Town at 2,326 as of January 1, 2009. 
PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Terry Zawacki, 6799 Olen Trail addressed the Board about Olen Trail. He said the road has been damaged and the residents do not want to pay for the repairs.   He added that the ditch is draining to the south rather than to the north as it previously did, and the weight load limit sign was removed.  Supervisor Benedict responded that there are no road weight limits in the Town and the County will be checking the ditch and cleaning it to repair the drainage issue.
CERTIFIED SURVEY MAP - KIRT & PATRICIA ANGELL, 5504 STATE ROAD 116 EAST, TAX PARCEL 030-0171:

Supervisor Eagon stated that the Plan Commission recommended approval of the Certified Survey Map.

FOURTH AMENDMENT TO BALL PRAIRIE SUBDIVISION DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT:

Chairman Rengstorf mentioned that the letter of credit to guarantee road installation in the Ball Prairie Subdivision expired on September 16, 2009.  Attorney Seubert read a proposed 4th Amendment to the Ball Prairie Subdivision Development Agreement.
----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Benedict to approve a fourth amendment to the subdivision development agreement with Ball Prairie LLC, with the condition that the paving is to be completed by July 11, 2010 since the letter of credit was extended to July 27, 2010, and the developer agrees to keep the roads plowed in the winter; motion carried on a unanimous roll call vote (3-0) ----
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OLEN TRAIL ROAD CONDITION AND REPAIRS BY DEVELOPER:

Chairman Rengstorf said that the Town received a letter from the developer stating that Olen Trail will be repaired by September 18, 2009. Chairman Rengstorf added that we do not have a signed developer’s agreement as of yet

Chairman Rengstorf noted that the contract will be put out for bids. Held for the October meeting.
