SCHOOL BOARD COMMUNITY CONVERSATION ON THE FUTURE OF WINNECONNE SCHOOLS:

James Smasal, High School Principle, Michael Breen, Psychologist, and Patrick Seubert, School Board representative gave a presentation on a potential school referendum for 2010.  It was stated that the 2008 referendum will expire in June of 2010. The money raised from that referendum will no longer be available to fund the general operating budget and once again the district is facing the need for additional operating dollars.  The only way the school district can significantly increase their revenue is to secure voter approval through a referendum to exceed the revenue limits set by the State.
In an effort to present the community with potential options, the school district developed preliminary scenarios for review and discussion throughout the community. These scenarios were explained by Mr. Smasal, Dr. Breen and Atty. Seubert.

Resident, Bill Schlapman, 6431 Paulson Rd., said that after touring the schools, he was in favor of closing the Winchester School to help reduce school district operating costs.

----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Snider to recommend that Winnebago County approve the Certified Survey Map for John and Mary Rath, 6852 Sunset Trail, Tax Parcels 
030-0086-05-01 and 030-00086-06; motion carried on a unanimous 4-0 roll call vote----

  The findings given for the recommendation were: 

1. Meets the County Ordinances in order to replace the present garage.

2. Consistent with present and future land use.

1. Residential zoning is more appropriate for the present and future land use.

  The findings for the recommendation were:

1. The proposed structure is further away from the water than the present garage.

2. Nothing can be built without a variance because of the size of the property.

3. It will improve the property value.

VARIANCE SLUDGE DISPOSAL ORDINANCE - JAMES SELLE, 5310 E. STATE ROAD 116:
Chairman Rengstorf stated that part of the sludge to be disposed is originated in our Town from Winneconne Sanitary District #3, and the DNR has approved the property that will receive the sludge.  Jeff Waldvogel of Waldvogel Trucking explained that he is contracted by the Village for a four year term, there would be no odor and there is no monetary exchange with the property owner.
----MOTION by Supervisor Snider, second by Supervisor Benedict to allow the proposed sludge disposal variance for one year.  Motion carried on a unanimous 4-0 roll call vote----
Supervisor Snider asked that the Sewer Ordinance, which governs sludge disposal, be amended to reflect the correct purpose of the ordinance and to correct the method by which a variance is considered.
