BOARD MEETING MINUTES

NOVEMBER 19, 2009 - 7:30 p.m.

CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Harvey Rengstorf called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.
ROLL CALL:

Supervisors Wm. Benedict, Dale Burghardt, James Eagon, Thomas Snider and Chairman Harvey Rengstorf were present.  Also in attendance were Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Deputy Clerk Susanne Jones, Treasurer Patricia Angell, Fire Chief Ryan Krings, Municipal Judge Donald Sleik, Attorney Patrick Seubert, one County Police Officer and 13 Town residents.

NOTICE VERIFICATION:

Notices were also e-mailed to Atty. Patrick Seubert, The Winneconne News and The Oshkosh Northwestern and posted on the Town website. 
APPROVE MINUTES OF OCTOBER 15, 2009 BOARD MEETINGS:
----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Benedict to dispense with reading and approve Board meeting minutes of October 15, 2009; carried on a voice vote----
TREASURER’S REPORT:

Treasurer Angell asked the Board to consider placing $100,000 from the reserve into a money market account at the First Business Bank. 
----MOTION by Supervisor Snider, second by Supervisor Burghardt to move $100,000 from the State Investment General Fund to First Business Bank Northeast; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----
CorrespondencE:
Clerk Zobel notified the Board that the Village of Winneconne had delivered a copy of their completed Comprehensive Plan. 
PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Terry Zawacki, 6799 Olen Trail, thanked the Board on behalf of the residents at 6745 Olen Tr. for the recent repairs done on Olen Trail. He went on to state that he is opposed to the proposed maintenance of the Indian Shores boat launch area. He is in favor of removing it because of the large amount of trash left by users and the congestion of trucks and trailers parking in the area. 
Bill Fischer, 6724 Sunset Trail, stated too many people turn around in his driveway often knocking down his mailbox and leaving their trash.  
Municipal Judge Sleik suggested adding a parking lot if the launch is improved, however he felt it would be better to close the landing since law enforcement is unable to patrol the area effectively.  Sleik added that most of the people who use the launch are from out of the area.  
John Van Huis, 6703 Olen Trail, noted one of the concrete planks was damaged from plowing ice and it would be better to just fix the one concrete plank.  
Lynn Kuhns, 6693 Lasley Shore, suggested rather than try and shut the people out we should fix the area and hopefully the neighbors would help keep it clean.  
Carl Recker, 6837 Sunset Trail, said he is concerned about access to the Winneconne Sanitary District #3 lift station.  
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Gus Laemmrich, 6703 Sunset Trail, suggested that the Board do a minimum of maintenance to keep the launch area accessible and added that he felt the neighbors would continue to help maintain the area when necessary.  

Matthew Sagorac, 6901 Sunset Trail, said he would hate to see the landing closed. He suggested that there be more signage and police patrol.

John Van Huis, 6703 Olen Trail, told the Board about recent damage done to the electrical box at his rental property by contractors remodeling at a neighboring home. He wanted to make the Board aware of a recent change to the UDC building code. The code change will require that what might have been a simple fix before, will now require extensive electrical updating on his rental property.  
MAINTENANCE ON INDIAN SHORES BOAT LAUNCH AREA:

Chairman Rengstorf stated that the DNR has previously denied the Town’s request to close the Indian Shores boat launch area.  
Matt Woods, 5957 Indian Shores Road, told the Board that the boat launch on Indian Shores is the safest and only public lake access point by ice to Lake Winneconne. He added that the launch area is used by local residents who launch personal watercraft and fishing boats to get quick, free access to Lake Winneconne. In the winter it is used as an access to the lake for people to unload snowmobiles and 4-wheelers.   Woods said that if the launch is fixed, more people will use it.  He said he also feels that warning signs could be installed stating that vehicles will be towed if not properly parked and if vehicles are actually towed away, people will start to obey the rules. Most of the launch use is in the winter for the ice access, and now there are too many rocks exposed which could cause damage to truck tires. Johnston Pile Driving & Shoring has submitted a bid to repair the launch for $17,200. The DNR has said that the proposed plans appear to stay within the current footprint of the existing landing. Mr. Woods asked the Board to plan ramp reconstruction in the year 2010 and accept private donations to cover approximately 50% of the cost.
Supervisor Eagon thanked Matt and the others for their concerns and suggestions. Supervisor Burghardt said he wanted more time to consider the proposal.
