BOARD MEETING MINUTES

DECEMBER 17, 2009 - 7:30 p.m.

CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Harvey Rengstorf called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.
ROLL CALL:

Supervisors Wm. Benedict, James Eagon, Thomas Snider and Chairman Harvey Rengstorf were present.  Also in attendance were Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Deputy Clerk Susanne Jones, Treasurer Patricia Angell, Police Chief Brad Hanson, Assistant Fire Chief Allen Andersen, Attorney Patrick Seubert, and 12 Town residents. Supervisor Burghardt was absent.

Treasurer Angell confirmed paperwork is in process to move $100,000 from the reserve into a money market account at First Business Bank.
CorrespondencE:
· The IRS allowable mileage reimbursement rate for 2010 is 50¢ per mile.
· Butte des Morts Conservation Club submitted their Annual Report to the Town in accordance with the Settlement and Stipulation agreement with the Town.
· Chairman Rengstorf attended a meeting conducted by the DOT regarding the repair or replacement of the State Highway 116 Bridge that runs through the Village of Winneconne. The DOT will be conducting 4-5 meetings to gain public comment before a final decision is made.
PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Matt Woods, 5957 Indian Shores Road told the Board his goal for the Indian Shores boat launch area is not to make it uncomfortable for the nearby residents, but to make a safe place to launch a boat.  He added that since the Town cannot close the launch area, we may as well fix it to make it safe.
John Van Huis, 6703 Olen Trail, expressed to the Board he is not opposed to rebuilding the boat landing but suggested additional research  be done and a plan should be developed.
Gary Petrik, 6860 County Road M stated a he and a lot of other people use the boat launch and it should be maintained.
Mike Will, 6109 Lasley Point Road, noted that if the snow was not pushed out onto the lake and was just piled up on shore, there would less damage done to the launch area.
Terry Zawacki, 6799 Olen Trail expressed concerns that the taxpayers would have to pay for the improvements and parking and trash would still be an issue.  He also stated there are some lots for sale along Indian Shores Road that could be purchased to be used for parking. Mr. Zawacki added that he felt the launch area contributed to recent vandalism and burglaries in the vicinity.
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Roger Kerkoff, 6734 Sunset Trail said he is not opposed to fixing the boat launch but he does not like people parking in his yard.

Attorney Seubert introduced Atty. Ed Jelinski to the Board.  
Atty. Jelinski stated he is a candidate for Circuit Court Judge Branch #5 in Winnebago County and would appreciate support from the Town Board.
MAINTENANCE ON INDIAN SHORES BOAT LAUNCH AREA:

Supervisor Snider said he felt we as a Town have four options: 
(1) Do nothing. 
(2) Take ownership of the whole project. 
(3) Partner with Matt Woods, or

(4) Give the launch area to the DNR and see what they suggest doing.  
Supervisor Eagon stated that there were several issues to consider, do we stabilize what’s there, upgrade the area, what do we do about parking---the Board must figure out what we would like to do .
Supervisor Benedict added that he has two cost proposals that should be considered, but the situation should be further investigated.  
----MOTION by Supervisor Snider, second by Supervisor Benedict to take more time to study all aspects in order to do the right thing; motion carried on a voice vote ----

WINNEBAGO COUNTY PER CAPITA FUNDING PROGRAM: 
VILLAGE REQUEST FOR FUNDING ALLOCATION:
