Commissioner Dale Burghardt was absent. 
APPROVE MEETING MINUTES OF DECEMBER 2, 2009:
----MOTION by Commissioner Eagon, second by Commissioner Schauls to dispense with reading and approve the minutes of the December 2, 2009 meeting; motion carried on a voice vote----
PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Carolyn Hensel-Fixmer, 7110 Shoreline Drive compiled handouts of outdoor lighting ordinances from other communities and provided some recent literature that has been written about lighting pollution for the Commission to review. Ms. Hensel-Fixmer stated that the many articles refer to the issue as “glare trespass”.  She expressed her concern about a neighboring dusk-to-dawn light that affects her property.
Bill Butler, 4916 County Road G, explained the proposed Certified Survey Map of his property.
CERTIFIED SURVEY MAP; BILL BUTLER, 4916 COUNTY ROAD G, TAX PARCELS 030-0119, 030-0119-01, 030-0116:

----MOTION by Commissioner Eagon, second by Commissioner Sitter to recommend to the Town Board that they approve the Certified Survey Map presented by Bill Butler, 4916 County Road G, Tax Parcels 030-0119, 030-0119-01 and 030-0116 with a modification to display the existing driveway on Lot #2; motion carried on a unanimous roll call vote----
OUTDOOR LIGHTING ON RESIDENTIAL PROPERTY:

Commissioner Eagon stated the Commission needed time to review the materials provided by Carolyn Hensel-Fixmer.  Commissioner Sitter expressed concerned about enforcement and jurisdiction issues of an ordinance when the light in question is on a pier.  Attorney Seubert remarked it could be a nuisance violation.  The item will be placed on next month’s agenda for further discussion.
