BOARD MEETING MINUTES

JANUARY 21, 2010 - 7:30 p.m.

CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Harvey Rengstorf called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.
ROLL CALL:

Supervisors Wm. Benedict, Dale Burghardt, James Eagon, Thomas Snider and Chairman Harvey Rengstorf were present.  Also in attendance were Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Deputy Clerk Susanne Jones, Treasurer Patricia Angell, Police Chief Brad Hanson, Fire Chief Ryan Krings, Village Administrator Steve Volkert, and 8 Town residents.

APPROVE MINUTES OF DECEMBER 17, 2009 BOARD MEETINGS:
----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Benedict to dispense with reading and approve Board meeting minutes of December 17, 2009; carried on a voice vote----

· Board of Review will be held Tuesday, May 25, 2010 from 2:30 to 4:30 PM
· Clerk Zobel reported that Winnebago County has evaluated how the change to single steam recycling has impacted its communities. Increases have ranged from single digits to up to 55%. The Town of Winneconne increased 39.6% comparing the last 6 months of 2009 to the first 6 months of the year.
PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Matt Woods, 5957 Indian Shores Road, thanked Supervisors Snider and Eagon for their research on improvements to the Indian Shores boat ramp and noted the secured funding from local recreational groups for the project may be lost after 2010.  

Terry Zawacki, 6799 Olen Trail, noted he did not get a list of the donors for the improvements on the Indian Shores Road boat ramp and would like confirmation that the money is being donated.  He also would like to have a copy of the proposed plan to pass on to the residents in the area through the Indian Shores Association in order to keep communication open to the neighbors.   Mr. Zawacki asked to have an explanation sent from Winneconne Sanitary District #3 regarding their recent raise in rates. 

Gus Laemmrich, 6703 Sunset Trail, said he was in favor of the repairs to the Indian Shores Road boat ramp at a cost of $18,000 with the condition that the money from donors be paid up front.  He cautioned that digging too deep could cause problems with ice shoves and added that the Board should plan to do continued maintenance after the major repairs are completed.
Bill Fischer, 6724 Sunset Trail, questioned why the repairs were not done 5 years ago and suggested installing a “Use at Your Own Risk” sign.
Steve Volkert Village of Winneconne Administrator introduced himself and expressed his desire to keep all lines of communication open between the Town and the Village.
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CERTIFIED SURVEY MAP:  BILL BUTLER, 4916 COUNTY ROAD G, TAX PARCELS 030-0119, 030-0119-01, 030-0116:
Supervisor Eagon said the Plan Commission recommends that map be approved with the condition that the existing driveway on Lot 2 be identified on the map.
----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Snider to approve the Certified Survey Map for Bill Butler, 4916 County Road G, Tax Parcels 030-0119, 030-0119-01, and 030-0116; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----
MAINTENANCE ON INDIAN SHORES BOAT LAUNCH AREA:

Supervisors Eagon and Snider presented a written report on improvements at the Indian Shores Road boat ramp and related requirements. The report stated that meetings over the next 2-3 months would address the issue.

Supervisor Burghardt said he would like an opinion from Attorney Seubert regarding the legality of a “Use at Your Own Risk” sign. 
WINNEBAGO COUNTY CONSTRUCTION SITE EROSION CONTROL AND STORMWATER MANAGEMENT ORDINANCE TEXT AMENDMENT:
Supervisor Eagon stated that the Plan Commission recommended approval of the text amendment.
----MOTION by Supervisor Snider, second by Supervisor Burghardt to recommend that the text amendment to amend Section 07(1) of the Winnebago County Construction Site Erosion Control and Stormwater Management Ordinance be approved; motion carried on a unanimous voice vote----
The findings were:
1. The change appears prudent and reasonable.

DISCUSS AND MAKE RECOMMENDATION ON IMPLEMENTATION OF STATE FARMLAND PRESERVATION ZONING PROVISIONS:
Chairman Rengstorf explained that the State has mandated that the Counties prepare and adopt a Farmland Preservation Plan by the end of 2011 and blend the FLP into the County’s Comprehensive Plan.

The State has also given Counties and Towns the authority to create and adopt a FLP Zoning Ordinance.

The County has asked the Town to give input as to whether the Town would like to see the County adopt the new FLP zoning provisions or leave it to each town to consider adopting its own FLP zoning ordinance.   

The Plan Commission recommended that the Board endorse the YES; our town supports the County adopting the new FLP Zoning provisions.
After discussion the Town Board decided it requires more information about how those areas under town zoning would be administered if the town does not adopt such an ordinance.
----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Burghardt to respond to the County that our Town has no opinion or position on this matter at this time; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----
RESOLUTION TO OPPOSE DOR COUNTY ASSESSMENT PROPOSAL:

----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Snider to adopt a Resolution to oppose the DOR County Assessment Proposal; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----
POLICE DEPARTMENT AND COUNTY SHERIFF DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chief Hanson provided his monthly written report.  He added that he is anticipating a resignation from Deputy Adam VanderHyden, but has not received a formal letter.
FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chief Ryan Krings reported that the Chicken Fun Night fundraiser on January 20, 2010 was a success.  It has not been determined yet how the funds will be spent. Chief Krings said the approximately $10,000 FEMA grant money will be used for EMS training and cold weather gear. The recertification of the force is underway.
