FEBRUARY 18, 2010- 7:30 p.m.

CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Harvey Rengstorf called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.
ROLL CALL:

Supervisors Wm. Benedict, Dale Burghardt, James Eagon, Thomas Snider and Chairman Harvey Rengstorf were present.  Also in attendance were Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Deputy Clerk Susanne Jones, Treasurer Patricia Angell, Police Chief Brad Hanson, a Winnebago County Officer, and 6 Town residents.

PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Matt Woods, 5957 Indian Shores Road thanked the Town Board for their continued work on the boat launch. He also thanked the firemen and EMS for the recent rescue of 3 people who went through the ice.  He noted that on February 13 over 100 trucks used the Indian Shores Road launch. He said he would like to have the Town Board set a date to meet with him regarding improvements to be made to the boat launch.
David Roland, 6031 Lasley Point Road, advised the board there is a meeting on March 1, 2010, at the Coughlin Center on Farmland Preservation Zoning.   
MAINTENANCE ON INDIAN SHORES BOAT LAUNCH AREA:

Supervisor Snider suggested getting the Indian Shores boat launch area surveyed and calling Diggers Hotline to mark all underground wires, cables and sewer lines to help guide any recommendations the committee might make. Snider stated that he was not aware that the launch was used as much as Mr. Woods indicated added that the committee had placed a sign-up sheet on the back table for anyone  interested in participating in future committee meetings.
----MOTION by Supervisor Snider, second by Supervisor Eagon to put out bids to survey the Indian Shores Road boat launch area and get Diggers Hotline to locate  the sewer, gas, cable and phone lines in that area;  Benedict, Eagon, Rengstorf  Snider aye; Burghardt nay; motion carried----
FINALIZATION OF THE DEVELOPERS AGREEMENT FOR OLEN SHORES ESTATES:

Mary Garrow, representing Olen Shores Estates, told the Board she is trying to get the developers agreement finalized.  She said the agreement was prepared in May, 2009 and then signed by Woody Garrow in July, 2009 after a few issues were resolved.  In that period of time the Town Attorney included an additional charge of $750.00.  Attorney Seubert responded that extra work was required because there was a change of contractors for the road, extra lien waivers needed to be received, and an agreement needed to be made with Winneconne Sanitary District #3. 

Supervisor Benedict said he felt the Town was obligated to the original $1,000 attorney fee stated in the Developers Agreement. He also suggested contacting Jim Bassett of Winneconne Sanitary District #3 to see if all the necessary work has been done and approved by the Commission.
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STATE FARMLAND PRESERVATION ZONING PROVISIONS:

Chairman Rengstorf reported that he has attended several meetings recently in regard to the Farmland Preservation law that went into effect on January 1, 2010. Chairman Rengstorf added that the Town needs to know what interest there is among the Town’s farmers in order to act before the end of 2010.
----MOTION by Supervisor Snider, second by Supervisor Eagon to send a letter to all landowners of 35 or more contiguous acres asking for a response if they are interested in participating in the new Farmland Preservation program  Motion carried on a unanimous voice vote----
OPERATORS LICENSE:  SHAWN E. SCHNEIDER:
Clerk Zobel stated that the applicant met all qualifications.
----MOTION by Supervisor Snider second by Supervisor Burghardt to extend an Operators License to Shawn E. Schneider; motion carried on a unanimous voice vote----

POLICE DEPARTMENT AND COUNTY SHERIFF DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES  REPORT:

Chief Hanson provided his monthly written report. He advised that he has a candidate in mind to replace Deputy Adam Vander Hyden. Chief Hanson will ask for a written letter of resignation from Deputy Vander Hyden.  County Officer Kay had no report.  Supervisor Snider asked the officers if they had any knowledge of recent break-ins in the Town of Vinland.  They were not aware of any details.
FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:

Supervisor Eagon reported the Fire District fundraiser was successful, taking in approximately $9,600.  The District also received a FEMA grant in the amount of $10,000 and the District is required to match $450.  The District plans to use the funds for EMS items, cold weather gear and training equipment.

ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:
Supervisor Benedict announced that road repairs required as a result of snow plow damage will be done in the Spring.

Supervisor Snider mentioned that several Board members attended the Wisconsin Towns Association District meeting on February 5, 2010 in Ripon.
