BOARD MEETING MINUTES

MARCH 18, 2010 - 7:30 p.m.

CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Harvey Rengstorf called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.
ROLL CALL:

Supervisors Wm. Benedict, Dale Burghardt, James Eagon, Thomas Snider and Chairman Harvey Rengstorf were present.  Also in attendance were Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Deputy Clerk Susanne Jones, Treasurer Patricia Angell, Police Chief Brad Hanson, Fire Chief Ryan Krings, One County Officer, 3 Town residents and 1 visitor.

APPROVE MINUTES OF FEBRUARY 18, 2010 BOARD MEETING:
----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Benedict to dispense with reading and approve Board meeting minutes of February 18, 2010; carried on a voice vote----

Clerk Zobel reminded the Board that the Town Annual Meeting is scheduled for Monday, April 19, 2010 at 7:30 p.m. 
PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Dave Lux, 705 Grant Street, thanked the Town Board for the culvert that was replaced at the end of Rivermoor Rd. 
Matt Woods, 5957 Indian Shores Road, asked the Board if the date had been set for the special meeting about improvements to the Indian Shores boat launch.
MAINTENANCE ON INDIAN SHORES BOAT LAUNCH AREA:

Supervisor Snider stated the monument marking the center of the Indian Shores Road is not visible, so the area needs to be surveyed. He provided an estimate from Martenson & Eisele for the work.  He added that, according to the Towns Association attorney, since a survey would be a service for the town it would not be necessary get more bids and he was comfortable with the amount proposed.  Supervisor Eagon agreed that we should know where the road boundaries are.    Supervisor Burghardt said he would like to see another bid for the surveying.  A public meeting will be scheduled after the surveying is done.

----MOTION  by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Snider to spend up to $1,650 to have Martenson and Eisele, Inc. survey the Indian Shores boat ramp area; Benedict, Eagon, Rengstorf, Snider aye; Burghardt nay; motion carried----

PURCHASE ACCUVOTE OPTICAL SCAN VOTING MACHINE AND MEMORY CARD:
Chairman Rengstorf explained that the Town had budgeted to purchase new voting equipment. Approval for the use of the new equipment from the State has been delayed. As a result of the delay and coupled with the fact that current optical scan machines are 15 years old, the County Clerk has recommended that municipalities buy refurbished machines and new memory cards to protect the integrity of the election process. Refurbished machines are $1500, memory cards are $125 and shipping will be $125.    
---MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Eagon to purchase a refurbished Accuvote Optical Scan voting machine and memory card for a total of $1,750.00 with shipping; Motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----
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SLUDGE DISPOSAL VARIANCE RENEWAL FEE SCHEDULE:

 SAME PROPERTY AND DIFFERENT PROPERTY:

Chairman Rengstorf explained that a sludge disposal variance has to be renewed every year.  He questioned if the $400 fee should be the same for a renewal as for the initial variance.  
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Eagon to set the renewal fee for a sludge disposal variance on the same property as the original disposal at $50.00; motion was carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----

REVIEW OF FUTURE LAND USE PLAN MAP:

Chairman Rengstorf explained that there are at least 2 areas on the future land use map that are inconsistent with actual usage now and probable future use. He added that the Plan Commission should review the entire map. 
----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Snider to have the Plan Commission review the Future Land Use Plan Map; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----

County Officer Kay had no report.  Chief Hanson provided a written letter of resignation from
Deputy Officer Adam Vander Hyden.
