APPROVE MEETING MINUTES OF MARCH 3, 2010:
----MOTION by Commissioner Eagon, second by Commissioner Schauls to dispense with reading and approve the minutes of the  March 3, 2010 meeting; motion carried on a voice vote----
PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Bob Felberg, representing Eleanor Helm, 5857 Helm Road explained that their Certified Survey Map was done to portion off a section of the Helm farm to build a single family home.
Carolyn Hensel-Fixmer, 7110 Shoreline Drive thanked the Commission for looking at developing a lighting ordinance.  She added that the week of April 4-10 is International Dark Sky Week.
CERTIFIED SURVEY MAP: 
ELEANOR HELM, 5857 HELM RD., TAX PARCEL 030-0336

----MOTION by Commissioner Eagon, second by Commissioner Murawski to recommend to the Town Board that the Certified Survey Map for Eleanor Helm, 5857 Helm Rd., Tax Parcel 030-0336 be approved with the condition that the map specify the numbers on all three of the lots on the parcel and that Lot #3 be denoted as non-buildable; motion carried on a unanimous roll call vote----
OUTDOOR LIGHTING ON RESIDENTIAL PROPERTY:

A sample ordinance provided by Commissioner Eagon was discussed.  Safety and security issues were discussed. Commissioner Eagon will incorporate the suggestions and present another proposal for review next month.

REVIEW AND MAKE RECOMMENDATIONS ON FUTURE LAND USE MAP: 
 TAX PARCELS 030-0223-01, 030-0223-02 AND 030-0174:
Chairman Rengstorf explained hat the property owner of Parcel 030-0223-02 wants to build a commercial building but since the Future Land Use Map shows the lot as agricultural, the County has denied him a permit. Rengstorf added that he felt an error had been made on the Future Land Use Map because the property is currently zoned industrial. Chairman Rengstorf suggested that the Plan Commission review the entire Future Land Use Map and try to make the map coincide more with our present zoning map.
----MOTION by Commissioner Eagon, second by Commissioner Murawski to hold a Public Hearing to review our Future Land Use Map for Tax Parcels 030-0223-01, 030-0223-02 and 030-0174; motion carried on a unanimous roll call vote----
