INVESTMENT OPTIONS FOR WORKING CAPITAL
Clerk Yvonne Zobel presented options to invest money at First Business Bank with .5% interest.  First Business Bank has two Charters which makes it possible to have two separate accounts and stay within FDIC insured limits.  Another option presented was a 13 month CD at Choice Bank paying 2% interest.
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Eagon to invest $300,000 at First Business Bank by adding $100,000 to our existing account and $200,000 in a new account with the different Charter to ensure FDIC insurance coverage on all monies; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----

MAINTENANCE ON INDIAN SHORES BOAT LAUNCH AREA:

Supervisor Snider explained the results of a survey done by Martenson & Eisele showed the right-of-way at the end of Indian Shores Road to be at a width of 57.75 feet.

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Supervisor Burghardt said he had concerns about the Town’s legal obligation to maintain the launch area and about the proposed funding from the recreational clubs that included the stipulation about Town maintenance of the area in the future.
