CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Harvey Rengstorf called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.

·  Letter from the DNR regarding gypsy moth problems.  When complaints come in, the name and address along with the level of the problem is to be documented and forwarded to the DNR in August.
PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Carolyn Hensel-Fixmer, 7110 Shoreline Drive, commented that she felt there would be problems if dusk to dawn lights are allowed in the Town. She added that perhaps the proposed Outdoor Lighting Ordinance would help alleviate the gypsy moth problem. Ms. Hensel-Fixmer expressed her thanks to the Board for addressing the lighting issues within the Town.
Matt Woods, 5957 Indian Shores Road, asked for clarification on what is being done at the Indian Shores boat ramp.  He said he understood the area would be returned to its previous condition however it appears that only one concrete panel is being re-installed.
PARKING REGULATIONS AT THE INDIAN SHORES BOAT LAUNCH AND SUNSET TRAIL:
Supervisor Snider said that he had proposed replacing “No Parking” signs with signs that read “No Parking of Trailer Rigs” in the launch area.  Prior to making that change, Chief Hanson was asked to review the Town Code to see if our current laws were adequate for enforcement of the “No Parking:” signs. The Board also asked Chief Hanson to request that the County increase patrol in that vicinity. 
Chief Hanson said he had not finished reviewing the Code, but the County had issued one ticket last week.
Supervisor Eagon, in response to Mr. Woods question about the proposed work at the boat launch, said that there was one slab out of place and it would be repositioned and the one slab that had been removed would be reinstalled. Eagon added that nothing could be done until a DNR permit had been granted
FUTURE LAND USE MAP CHANGE: 

JAMES SELLE, STATE RD 116 E, TAX PARCEL 030-0175:

Supervisor Eagon said the Plan Commission recommended that a portion of the parcel, per the sketch provided by Mrs. Selle, be changed from Commercial to Residential on the Future Land Use Map.

OUTDOOR LIGHTING ORDINANCE: 

Atty. Seubert suggested that the explanation of “light trespass” be definitive. He also said that Section 260-7 (C) should reference the Town Code Chapter 1-4 and include injunctive action as a means of enforcing the Ordinance. 

Chairman Rengstorf said he could not support the Ordinance with the 11:00 p.m. shut-off time.
Supervisor Eagon responded that the use of motion detectors could circumvent the concern. Eagon added that the Ordinance will only be enforced upon receipt of a written complaint.
