Supervisor Eagon stated that the Plan Commission recommended approval of the Certified Survey Map.

FUTURE LAND USE MAP:  TAX PARCELS 030-0222-01 & 030-0223-02:

Supervisor Eagon explained that the Plan Commission felt there may have been an error made on the current Future Land Use Map for parcels 030-0222-01 and 030-0223-02 because both are currently used as Commercial. The Commission recommended that both the parcels be changed to Commercial.

 ----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Burghardt to change the Future Land Use Map for Parcels 030-0222-01 and 030-0223-02 to Commercial; motion carried on a unanimous 4-0 roll call vote----

FUTURE LAND USE MAP: TAX PARCEL 030-0174:

The property owner has asked that the Future Land Use Map be changed to show this parcel as Quarry and Agricultural.  Supervisor Eagon reported that the Plan Commission reviewed the parcel and has recommended that only the SW corner area of the parcel be changed and that the designation on that be Residential.

----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Burghardt to change the Future Land Use Map to designate the SW corner on Tax Parcel 030-0174, that is currently shown as Commercial, as Residential. The remainder of Tax Parcel 030-0174 will remain the same; motion carried on a unanimous 4-0 roll call vote----
Supervisor Snider present at 7:47 p.m.

MAINTENANCE ON INDIAN SHORES BOAT LAUNCH AREA:

After two meetings with area residents, Supervisor Eagon said the consensus was to ask that the boat launch area be returned to its previous condition. The proposed bid from Radtke Contractors to deliver the slabs and place them in the launch area was $504.78 and the permit from the DNR would cost $50.

Eagon added that there was also discussion about accepting donations from sports clubs or seeking DNR Grants for the project.
Attorney Seubert suggested that accepting donated funds might have ramifications. He added that he was sure the DNR had grants available. Supervisor Eagon said that the minimal cost overrode the idea of conforming to the many DNR requirements for a grant application  
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Eagon to obtain a DNR permit and have Radtke Contractors replace the slabs in the boat launch area at the end of Indian Shores Rd.; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----
RESIGNATION OF CARL RECKER FROM WINNECONNE SANITARY DISTRICT #3:

Because of health issues, Carl Recker sent a letter of resignation from Winneconne Sanitary District #3.
Attorney Seubert said that for many years Carl never missed a meeting with the District, he had a tremendous knowledge about the construction of the sewer and it was a privilege to work with him.

----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Benedict to accept the resignation of Carl Recker from the Winneconne Sanitary District No. 3, with regrets; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----

Supervisor Eagon encouraged more frequent patrol to monitor parking by the Indian Shores boat launch area. Chief Hanson will also contact the County Sheriff Department for additional support.

Supervisor Eagon mentioned that the District has done some training with the Driver Simulator.

Supervisor Benedict provided the cost estimates for this years road work.
