MEETING MINUTES

John Quigley called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne
ROLL CALL:

Commissioners John Quigley, Dale Burghardt, Jim Eagon and Scott Sitter were present. Also in attendance were Town Chairman Harvey Rengstorf, Supervisor Tom Snider, Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Deputy Clerk Sue Jones, Attorney Emily Dunham representing Lakewind Corporation and 6 town property owners. Commissioners Chris Murawski and Mike Schauls were absent.  
APPROVE MEETING MINUTES OF MAY 5, 2010:
----MOTION by Commissioner Eagon, second by Commissioner Burghardt to dispense with reading and approve the minutes of the  May 5, 2010 meeting; motion carried on a voice vote----
PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Attorney Dunham, representing Lakewind Corporation, said that she was not able to find a definition for “parks” within the Town Code. She asked that Parcel 030-0354 be designated as Agriculture on the Future Land Use Map.
Carolyn Hensel-Fixmer, 7110 Shoreline Drive, thanked the Commission for considering an outdoor lighting ordinance.  She provided a list of retail stores that she had contacted to determine if light shields were available. Most stores were willing to order any parts that residents might need and some were willing to offer a price break on motion detectors or shields to Town residents.
REVIEW AND MAKE RECOMMENDATIONS ON FUTURE LAND USE MAP: 
LAKEWIND CORP. - TAX PARCEL 030-0354
Commissioner Eagon said that although Tax Parcel 030-0354 is designated Park and Agriculture on the Future Land Use Map, it made more sense to him that the designation be Single Family Residential
----MOTION by Commissioner Burghardt, second by Commissioner Eagon to hold a public hearing to consider changing Tax Parcel 030-0354 to Single Family Residential on the Future Land Use Map; motion carried on a unanimous 4-0 roll call vote----
REVIEW AND MAKE RECOMMENDATIONS ON FUTURE LAND USE MAP:  
JIM SELLE - TAX PARCELS 030-0175 & 030-0147:
Mr. and Mrs. Selle explained that they want to build a new home on a portion of their property that is designated as Commercial on the Future Land Use Map.  
----MOTION by Commissioner Burghardt, second by Commissioner Sitter to recommend to the Town Board that the Commercial designation on a portion of Tax Parcel 030-0175 be reduced to 300 feet deep contingent upon the Board receiving a detailed sketch of  the proposed layout on the proposed new lot; motion carried on a unanimous 4-0 roll call vote----
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OUTDOOR LIGHTING ON RESIDENTIAL PROPERTY:

There was discussion about non-conforming lights and lights in farm yards.

Commissioner Eagon said he hoped all nonconforming lights would be brought into conformance within 12 months. He added that the Ordinance does make provisions for lights in Agricultural areas.

There were a couple of minor edits made to the Ordinance.

Commissioner Eagon will make the noted corrections and provide copies to the Plan Commission and the Town Board.  

----MOTION by Commissioner Eagon, second by Commissioner Burghardt to recommend to the Town Board that the Outdoor Lighting Ordinance, as amended this evening; be approved motion carried on a unanimous voice vote----

Commissioner Eagon thanked Carolyn Hensel-Fixmer for all of her help in formulating the Outdoor Lighting Ordinance.
