APPROVE MEETING MINUTES OF JUNE 2, 2010:
----MOTION by Commissioner Eagon, second by Commissioner Burghardt to dispense with reading and approve the minutes of the  June 2, 2010 meeting; motion carried on a voice vote----
PUBLIC COMMENT: None
CERTIFIED SURVEY MAP COMBINING 2 LOTS:  JAMES KELLER, LAKEWIND DRIVE TAX PARCELS 030-1435 AND 030-1027-01:
Jim Smith, representing James Keller, explained that the Certified Survey Map was done to combine Tax Parcels 030-1435 and 030-1027-01 and remove the outlot status of Parcel 030-1435.
----MOTION by Commissioner Burghardt, second by Commissioner Eagon to recommend that the Town Board approve the Certified Survey Map for Tax Parcels 030-1435 and 030-1027-01 with the contingency that Butte des Morts Consolidated Sanitary District provide a letter relinquishing any and all of their rights to the property that previously housed the sewer treatment plant; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----
DISCUSS AND MAKE RECOMMENDATION ON IMPLEMENTATION OF AN OCCUPANCY PERMIT ORDINANCE:

Chairman Rengstorf said the Town needs more stringent rules in regard to the requirements for completion of new homes before occupancy is granted.  He added that he felt that all exterior surfaces should be completed before allowing occupancy.  There was discussion about commercial occupancy requirements.  It was determined that the Site Plan Review requirements were adequate.  Discussion continued about residential requirements to be added to the current Code.  Building Inspector Tom Spierowski will formulate a suggested update for the Commission to consider next month.  No action.
DEFINE “DRIVEWAY” AND REVIEW DEFINITION OF “PRIVATE STREET”:
Attorney Seubert provided an analysis of the existing Code in regard to the definitions applied to “driveways” and “private road”.  The Commissioners will study the document provided by Attorney Seubert and put together some ideas to help make the Code more specific. Held for next month.
